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Thereisa magic in the hour of beginnings—

called Vernissage.

In earlier times, artists would share this privileged interval with collectors and close
friends on the day before the exhibition opened, allowing them to see works not
yet stamped with public meaning; only those who could pierce more deeply were
permitted to feel the work’s first breath. It was a time of exchange—a conversation
in the language of paint, a language you may not know how to read, yet can somehow
sing.

Because light—and darkness—stand at the origin of the very mechanisms of wonder,
we honor this threshold where art first emerges from shadow.

The Art Auction Center invites your visceral love to waltz into “Vernissage,” an
exhibition in which you become a primary witness to 130 works gathered from the
treasured memory of time.

Perhaps—before humanity once more persuades itself that the far field is always
fairer than the ground beneath its feet—you will find something worthy of keeping,
until the day the sunset gate is shut.

Shall we watch the flowers grow for a while,
and rest our minds in this warm delight of now?

The artwork “Fish” by Prayat Pongdam portrays the simplicity of rural life through an image of aquatic animals. At the same time, it
showcases the artist’s refined skill in using visual elements to highlight the subject matter with sophistication. He chooses wood as
the base material, combined with the woodcut printmaking technique, which gives the surface a rich texture and allows the fish
forms to appear fluid and full of life. He then applies colors to deepen the mood and narrative of the scene, adding a touch of gold
leaf as one of his signature elements.

This work marks a pivotal moment in Prayat’s creative journey, signaling his transition from painting to a fusion of woodcut
printmaking and painting, a direction that would define much of his later work.

This oil painting could be described as
a “delighted Suchao,” which is why itis so
intriguing. Normally, Suchao’s paintings
reflect melancholy through deep blue
tones. However, this particular piece
presents such a striking contrast through
its calm form and the use of warm colors
that create a sense of comfort rather than
SOrrow.

He employs a dotting technique using
the tip of a palette knife, which he calls
“Heavenly Dots.” This technique recalls
the Pointillism style, where small dots of
color are applied to form an image. The
painting depicts a quiet rural scene which
could be a rare glimpse of hope and joy
within Suchao’s heart.

This drawing by Chalermchai Kositpipat is
a masterful display of technical finesse and
spiritual depth. It conveys a sense of calm
and meditative stillness through the
integration of traditional Thai drawing
techniques, which require an exceptional
level of delicacy and precision. The
composition is structured around a
triangular formation, symbolizing a strong
foundation and faith in assertive
Buddhism. The artwork was created
before his pivotal period of artistic self-
discovery in London, where he went to
paint the traditional Thai mural at the
Buddhapadipa temple.

This piece has been preserved by a foreign
collector and comes with a certificate of
authenticity signed by the artist. The winning
bidder will also receive a rare book featuring
25 of Chalermchai’s traditional Thai line
drawings, curated and published by Ulrich
Zagorski, former German cultural ambassador
to Thailand.

This mixed-media painting by Chatchai Puipia features a unique
process distinct from his regular method. The artist burned paint
and materials in his studio and then incorporated the ashes into
the artwork. This method draws from the Chinese ritual of burning
joss paper (Gong De) to honor family members, ancestors, or
important figures. This process is integrated with his depiction
of the charred still life of sunflowers. It powerfully evokes the
viewer’s emotions and raises questions on the impact of loss,
both personal and collective.

“Mara Phachon” (Demon Battle) is another invaluable Thai art created by Thawan
Duchanee in 1971.

Chalood Nimsamer, a distinguished student of Silpa Bhirasri,
graduated with a B.F.A. in Sculpture from Silpakorn University in 1954
and later studied at the Academia di Belle Arti di Roma in Italy.
A pioneering figure in Thailand’s contemporary art scene, Chalood
is celebrated for his experimental spirit and mastery of visual
composition. His work is defined by a deliberate structuring of
space, with a focus on points, lines, and geometric balance—
principles that also underpin his influential writings.

As an educator, Chalood played a vital role in shaping Thailand’s
modern art education. At Silpakorn University’s Faculty of Painting,
Sculpture, and Graphic Arts, he mentored generations of artists
while strengthening the academic foundation of Thai art. His book
“Composition of Art” has become a cornerstone in Thai art education,
guiding students in understanding spatial relationships and
visual harmony.

CHAMRAS PROMMIN

(1934 - 2010)

Chamras Prommin, also known as Sla Kin, was a self-taught
artist whose paintings offer a tender and heartfelt portrayal of
the Lanna way of life. Through a distinctive technique combining
oil with tempera, he developed a uniquely earthy palette that
mirrors the mists and tones of Northern Thailand during that
era. Often painting from a wide-angle perspective, Chamras
captured sweeping views of rice fields, trees, and mountains,
placing scenes of daily village life prominently in the foreground.
His compositions are marked by a sense of purity and honesty,
both in color application and spatial arrangement.

Chamras believed in art as a means of preserving memory. Through
his detailed and atmospheric landscapes, he chronicled the
vanishing rhythms of rural life, giving voice to a cultural heritage
often overlooked. His works are not only rich in visual beauty but
also in historical resonance, continuing to inspire future generations
to value the quiet dignity and enduring spirit of Lanna tradition.

CHATCHAI PUIPIA

Chatchai Puipia is a prominent figure in Thai contemporary art,
recognized both domestically and internationally. He once shocked
the public by announcing his own "artistic death,' symbolizing a
departure from the ego that could have blinded him and caused
him to lose sight of his objectives and the independence of his
actions. This metaphorical death did not end his life but liberated
him from the constraints of the art business, transforming him
from merely an artist to a man who creates art.




Characterized by provocative self-portraits, Chatchai’s expressive
faces reflect the emotions he holds toward each concurrent situation.
He employs symbolism to convey diverse meanings about
contemporary Thai society, often engaging in societal critique by
embedding various issues through questioning and confrontation.

CHEESE ARNON - ARNON NEIYSOONGNOEN
B4 o1uuri - 91uun IWegutu
(b. 1986)

Arnon Neiysoongnoen, aka “Cheese Arnon” is a self-taught artist
that brought himself into the knowledge of established artists who
came before him. He also expands his skill by experimenting in
various formats. His paintings depict a cartoonish fox as a symbol
of good adaptation in any life situation. He also reflects his own
identity in his works. Throughout his self-reliant artistic career,
not only in Thailand but he has internationally exhibited his works.

[thipol Thangchalok was a pioneering Thai abstract artist and a
graduate of Silpakorn University, Class of 1970. He later earned a
Master of Fine Arts from the University of Washington, USA—an
experience that profoundly shaped his artistic vision. Over the course
of his career, Ithipol emerged as one of Thailand’s most respected
abstract painters, representing the country in key international
exhibitions, including the 14" National Exhibition in Yugoslavia
(1972), and later in Japan (1980) and Norway (1984).
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His practice is firmly rooted in Western abstract expressionism
and reflects a sensitivity to natural forces, contrast, and structural
order. He is known for his meticulous compositions, rhythmic
surface patterns, and emotionally charged use of color and
texture.

With a distinctive style infused with humor,
his art invites viewers to revisit familiar imagery through a fresh,
cross-cultural lens, resulting in bold, thought-provoking pieces
that comment on identity, tradition, and modernity. His ability to
create narratives using classical painting techniques, reimagined

through a Pop Art aesthetic, has earned him both national and
international recognition with ongoing exhibitions in Thailand and
abroad. Notably, he is the only Thai artist to be featured in 100
Painters of Tomorrow, an international publication by Thames
& Hudson, and had the rare opportunity to exhibit his work
alongside Andy Warhol in the internationally acclaimed exhibition
15 Minutes Eternal at the Art Science Museum in Singapore.

KAMCHORN SOONPONGSRI
19 JUWIUAS
(b. 1937)

Kamchorn Soonpongsri is an artist, scholar, and author who has
written and researched extensively on both Asian and Western art
history for over a decade. Widely respected for his deep knowledge
of art theory and practice, he has made significant contributions
to the academic field through his writing, research, and teaching.
A graduate of Silpakorn University and the Otis Art Institute in Los
Angeles, Kamchorn has helped shape generations of Thai artists
and educators through his teaching roles at institutions such as
Triam Udom Suksa School, Poh-Chang Academy of Arts, and
Chulalongkorn University.

His extraordinary painting technique has earned him several
international awards and exhibitions. His works are characterized
by vivid colors, refined technique, and a distinctive blend of
Abstract and Semi-Abstract. Kamchorn’s mastery of contrast, using
complementary colors and creating rays of light draws focus to
his subjects and brings depth and emotion to each piece. His
paintings reflect a deeply personal narrative, weaving together
traditional methods with modern sensibilities. The interplay of
light and lines allows him to express emotions and narratives in
a way that is both visually captivating and emotionally evocative,
offering viewers a unique perspective of emotion, identity, and
human experience.

KAMIN LERTCHAIPRASERT
AU 1IaABYUs:Ia5Y
(b. 1964)

Kamin Lertchaiprasert is a leading Thai contemporary artist whose
work is deeply intertwined with Buddhist philosophy, meditation,
and spiritual inquiry. He earned his BFA in Printmaking from
Silpakorn University, where he was awarded the Young Artist of
the Year in 1987, led to his studies at the Art Students League
in New York. In 1990, during a return visit to Bangkok, Kamin
ordained as a Buddhist monk, an experience that profoundly
shaped his worldview and artistic path. His practice blends spiritual
discipline with conceptual reflection, resulting in works that are
meditative, thought-provoking, and emotionally resonant. Deeply
rooted in Buddhist rituals and introspection, Kamin approaches
art as aritualistic practice aimed at the achievement of a greater
understanding of oneself, nature, and the world.




Now based in Chiang Mai, Kamin continues to explore art as
a form of spiritual and social engagement. He has several solo
exhibitions in Thailand and abroad. In addition to his solo artistic
practice, he is committed to community-based initiatives. He
co-founded The Land Project (now The Land Foundation) with
fellow artist Rirkrit Tiravanija, a pioneering collaborative space
focused on sustainable living, agriculture, and contemporary art.

KARMS - THAMMATAT SAITHONG
KARMS - 8SSUSY d19nav
(b. 1996)

Karms — Thammatat Saithong crafts surreal worlds where uncanny
characters navigate contradictions, reflecting his observations
of his surroundings and the behavior of humankind. Painted like
old master oil paintings, his work focuses on form, depth and the
atmosphere, highlighting the misunderstanding that sometimes
occurs among people.

Arising talent in contemporary art, Karms is widely praised for his
exceptional drawing skills. His work invites viewers to interpret
and connect with his art in deeply personal ways. He reimagines
characters through distinctive elements and communicative
meanings, blending technical mastery with emotional depth.
Using light, shadow, and color to shape mood and dimension,
he transforms fleeting moments into profound artistic statements.
Sensitive to even the smallest details around him, he absorbs
his surroundings as creative fuel, turning them into artworks that
express the significance of overlooked moments, as if shouting
to the world about these great little things.

KASING LUNG
ATSY aY
(b. 1972)

Kasing Lung was born in Hong Kong in 1972 and moved to the
Netherlands at a young age, where he began to develop his
deep fascination with folklore and storytelling. His artistic journey
began as a children’s book illustrator, a foundation that laid
the groundwork for his narrative-rich visual style. Over time, he
transitioned into the designer toy industry, becoming one of the
most influential figures in the global art toy movement.

Now based between Hong Kong and Belgium, Kasing Lung is
best known for his iconic creation, The Monsters, particularly
the beloved character Labubu—a mischievous figure inspired
by Nordic folklore and elfin legends. His work has captured the
imagination of collectors worldwide. With a style that blends
elements of fantasy, childhood nostalgia, and contemporary
pop culture, Lung has redefined the boundaries between fine
art, collectible design, and narrative art.

KHIEN YIMSIRI
IVguU SUAS
(1922 - 1971)

Khien Yimsiri was one of Professor Silpa Bhirasri’s first students
and is recognized as a great sculptor who created works in the

Thai tradition’s ideals. In terms of artistic elements, he expresses
himself through the use of delicate lines that are synchronized
with the rhythm of gestures. Not only did Khien spend his time
doing sculptures, he also dedicated his time to art education by
being an instructor at Silapakorn University and holding other
administrative positions as well as government agencies.

Khien was named an excellent artist in 1953 after writing art
articles, translating, and compiling many textbooks. His most
notable works include “Musical Rhythm,” “Land of Smiles,”
which received a gold medal, “Mother and Child,” and “Fantastic
Trees,” which won second place in the National Art Competition.

KID KOSALWAT
An InAadsuu
(1917 - 1988)

Kid Kosalwat’s work captures the atmosphere of rural Thai
life with sensitivity and depth. A student at the School of
Fine Arts under Professor Silpa Bhirasri, he shared the belief
that artistic progression often comes with challenges and
disagreements—a natural rhythm in the evolution of creativity. His
visual language moves in cycles: from realism to abstraction and
back again, reflecting a dynamic interplay between observation and
imagination. Kid believed that mastering realism is fundamental
to creating meaningful abstract art. For him, abstraction without
a firm grasp of form and understanding lacked substance. This
belief grounds his dream-like compositions in a distinct sense
of realism. A keen observer of Thai ritualistic and religious life,
Kid paints interpretations of temples, ceremonies, and village
scenes—imbuing everyday culture with expressive form. His
works serve as both cultural document and poetic reflection,
revealing the quiet beauty of Thai tradition.

KITTI NAROD
N/ u1son
(b. 1976)

Kitti Narod, a proponent of Naive Art, paints with simple coloring
patterns and compositions, reflecting everyday life. His works serve
as windows into a world of joy, where optimism pervades. Drawing
from his own life experiences and memories, Kitti infuses his paintings
with a sense of utopia, where everyone and everything coexist
harmoniously. Despite societal divides, his art gently reminds
viewers to cherish the simple pleasures and mundane moments
that make life meaningful.

This approach allows viewers to feel a sense of connection with
his work and even envision themselves as painters. His paintings
serve as an ode to diversity, celebrating the equality of all beings.

KOWIT WATTANARACH
In3n JsuusIs
(b. 1976)

Kowit Wattanarach frequently explores human subjects, with a
strong emphasis on women and their evolving roles in society. His
work reflects themes of recognition, identity, and independence,
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portraying women as confident, assertive, and even enigmatic
figures. Inspired by Japanese manga, his depictions present Asian
women as self-assured and expressive, challenging traditional
perceptions of femininity. His works have been exhibited widely,
both domestically and internationally.

Beyond his striking portrayals of women, Kowit also delves into the
nostalgia of childhood. His contemporary oil paintings in a pop-art
style feature lively girls or wide-eyed children, radiating a sense
of innocence and joy. Childhood memories—whether filled with
laughter, tears, or moments of fear—are central to his work. Through
bright colors and expressive compositions, he captures the fleeting
nature of these emotions, transforming them into timeless and deeply
relatable artworks that invite viewers to reconnect with their
own past.

LAMPU KANSANOH
dnw fiuldun:
(b. 1983)

Lampu Kansanoh is celebrated for her distinctive large-headed
caricatures that humorously tell the stories of friends, companions,
and society. With a keen mastery of brushwork, color placement,
and character development, she captures the essence of her
subjects, transforms the ordinary into a platform for deeper
reflection. Through satire and wit, she brings forth perspectives
that often elude our daily awareness, offering a mirror to both
personal and societal themes. Rooted in the belief that the small,
everyday moments hold the richest artistic inspiration, this makes
her creations remarkably relatable, as they echo the shared
experiences of the viewers. Lampu’s art often explores the broader
social context, proposing that meaningful change in society can
only emerge when we begin to look at the things closest to us
with fresh eyes. Her caricatures serve as a playful yet insightful
means of addressing issues, both personal and societal. She
believes that true happiness is not found in avoiding discomfort
but in embracing and understanding the realities of life.

LINE CENSOR - KIATANAN IAMCHAN
Tad 18ursos - ingsAodus 19uduns
(b. 1982)

Kiatanant lamchan is a contemporary Thai artist celebrated for
his intricate and layered visual language that blends traditional
Thai mural aesthetics, Buddhist symbolism, and semi-cartoon,
semi-realistic figures. His works navigate complex modern themes
while remaining deeply rooted in the refined traditions of Thai art
and storytelling. Inspired by temple murals, his compositions often
depict a bustling mix of spirits, urban characters, and symbolic
elements—creating a rich visual tapestry where the past, present,
and future intertwine. He refers to his approach as “relational,”
capturing emotional depth, social tensions, and inner turbulence
with compelling density. His art reflects both the positive and
negative aspects of contemporary Thai life through a Buddhist

lens, offering spiritual and psychological commentary. Expanding
into new media, Kiatanant has become the first Thai artist featured
on SuperRare and continues to explore digital platforms like
Foundation and OpenSea, bridging tradition and innovation.

MANIT POO-AREE
u1lRg fosd
(1935 - 2008)

Manit Poo-Aree is an artist known for his continual exploration
of new artistic forms, creating a diverse body of work that spans
printmaking, tempera, woodcuts, and drawing. His early practice
was rooted in traditional Thai painting, inspired by mural art,
which he reinterpreted through his own lens. Depicting scenes
of family life, Thai folk games, and rural traditions, he employed
antique color schemes reminiscent of temple murals, yet arranged
them in contemporary compositions. His linework is graceful and
refined, conveying both delicacy and emotional depth.

In later years, Manit expanded into modernist modes of expression,
embracing abstraction and cubism while maintaining thematic
ties to nature. His use of tonal color harmonies adds layers of
meaning and atmosphere to his work. Manit’s ability to bridge
the traditional and the modern has made his art resonate widely,
and his work has been featured in numerous major exhibitions,
including the prestigious National Art Exhibition in Thailand.

MIT JAI INN

(b. 1960)

Mit Jai Inn is an influential Thai artist who is driving Thailand’s
contemporary art scene. He creates abstract works through the
use of color and arrangement, encouraging viewers to analyze and
question what they see regarding both political and social concerns.
His work does not fit neatly into the categories of painting or
sculpture. Mit Jai Inn seeks to engage his audience in determining
those elements, aiming to break down barriers and restrictions
in art.

MONTIEN BOONMA
UruIfigs yryun
(1953 - 2000)

Montien Boonma was a pioneering figure in Thai contemporary
art, known for integrating painting, sculpture, mixed media, and
installation into a deeply conceptual practice. He was among the
firstin Thailand to bridge traditional aesthetics with experimental
forms, often using humble, natural materials—such as clay, ash,
straw, and found objects—to craft works that were at once tactile
and transcendent. Influenced in part by the Arte Povera movement,
Montien’s art resonated with themes of impermanence,
spirituality, and the cyclical rhythms of nature.




His creative language was rich in symbolism, drawing inspiration
from everyday life and infusing ordinary materials with profound
meaning. Montien believed in the spiritual essence of materials;
their textures, weights, and origins were not merely physical
elements but carriers of abstract ideas. This sensitivity to
materiality added layers of contemplation and emotional
resonance to his work, placing him far ahead of his time and
securing his place as a cornerstone of Thai conceptual art.

MUANGTHAI BUSAMARO
ijoulne yvunls
(b. 1960)

Muangthai Busamaro is a distinguished figure in Thailand’s
contemporary art scene, renowned for his sophisticated yet
approachable painting style. His works are characterized by a
seamless arrangement of flat figures—either side by side or subtly
overlapping—crafted through simple yet effective techniques.

What truly defines Muangthai’s paintings is his masterful use of
bright, harmonious color tones that radiate warmth, coziness, and
vibrancy. The interplay of these hues transforms his compositions
into inviting spaces, evoking feelings of joy and serenity in viewers.

A keen observer of human emotions, Muangthai captures a
diverse range of expressions and moods in his art. His creative
process begins with careful sketching to establish composition
and structure before refining details with intentional abstraction.
His signature curved lines lend a sense of fluidity and grace,
while his application of palette knives or expressive brushstrokes
adds depth and texture. Through these elements, he transforms
everyday moments into timeless works of art, brimming with
life and emotion.

MUEBON
Jovory
(b. 1982)

MUEBON is one of Thailand’s pioneering street artists, known
for dismantling the divide between art and everyday life. With
a spray can in hand, he has left his mark across continents,
transforming walls into thought-provoking canvases that confront
political and social issues. His signature character—a flightless
bird and Mickey Mouse-inspired skull—serves as his alter ego,
symbolizing liberty constrained, a reflection of the inequalities
and contradictions of urban life.

Playful yet piercing, his imagery critiques power structures and
societal tensions while remaining accessible and engaging. From
shop shutters to large-scale murals, MUEBON brings art out of
galleries and into daily life. His works have appeared globally,
and he has collaborated with major entities such as Hermes in
Melbourne, the Moscow World Cup 2018, and the German
Embassy in Berlin. MUEBON'’s work stands at the intersection
of protest, pop culture, and poetic commentary—bridging
underground grit with global resonance.

NATEE UTARIT

(b. 1970)

Natee Utarit is a leading figure in contemporary Thai painting,
known for his intellectual rigor and ability to bridge Western and
Eastern world. His practice is rooted in painting yet continually
expands to include elements of photography and classical
composition, using light and perspective as tools for questioning
the nature of image-making itself. Each series reflects a different
approach—both in technique and symbolism—revealing a
painter who constantly reinvents his methods while pursuing
the essence of visual truth.

Often employing the traditional still life format, Natee’s works are
layered with metaphor and critique, alluding to the social, cultural,
and political dynamics of Thai society. His philosophical inquiries
into perception, illusion, and societal values are distilled through a
personal lens, resulting in works that are both aesthetically refined
and conceptually rich. Recognized internationally, his paintings
have been exhibited in major institutions across Asia and Europe
and are highly prized by collectors worldwide.

NAVIN RAWANCHAIKUL

Navin Rawanchaikul is an interdisciplinary artist whose work
bridges the realms of art and community through collaboration,
storytelling, and cultural identity. Working across media—painting,
sculpture, performance, photography, and film—his projects
often begin with personal inquiries into identity and expand into
broader reflections on ethnicity, belonging, and globalization.

Navin is known for transforming conceptual art into accessible
narratives, using pop culture formats such as comic books, vintage
film posters, and participatory performances. His practice resists
conventional art world structures, favoring direct engagement
and public intervention. Over the decades, he has created
immersive works that blur the line between fiction and reality,
often populated by recurring characters and community voices.

Whether through humorous depictions or poignant commentaries,
Navin’s art consistently explores the dynamic relationship between
viewer, space, and society—inviting audiences to become active
participants in the shared experience of storytelling and identity.

NOBBIE - PATDANU TEMEEKUL

(b. 1991)

Patdanu Temeekul, professionally known as Nobbie, creates
paintings that explore belief systems through a lens of theatrical
grandeur and layered cultural references. Nobbie employs a
refined technique rooted in the manipulation of light, shade,
and classical color tones to craft immersive visual illusions. His
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compositions often reference mythology, literature, and Thai
traditions—not to reinforce rigid forms, but to reimagine them.
With carefully choreographed gestures, expressive atmospheres,
and symbolic juxtapositions, his works become expansive,
satirical epics that probe into the constructs of faith, social
norms, and the unseen forces that shape human behavior.
Rather than offering moral verdicts, Nobbie invites viewers into a
pluralistic world where imagination and reality blur, and where cultural
boundaries dissolve into new, hybrid mythologies. His practice
forges a distinctive narrative space, rich in detail and concept,
that challenges the viewers.

NOPARAT LIV'ISIT
uwsnau adans
(b. 1932)

Noparat Livisit is a highly esteemed artist, widely regarded as one of
Thailand’s foremost masters of landscape painting. His works are
distinguished by their bold, expressive brushwork and thick, textured
application of paint, revealing the movement of the brush with confidence
and clarity. With a refined command of color and composition,
his paintings possess a timeless quality that transcends trends.

Noparat’s artistic focus lies in capturing the atmosphere of a
scene—whether it be the serenity of nature, the rhythms of rural
life, or, at times, the quiet stiliness of a still life. His ability to evoke
mood through form and color invites viewers into a contemplative
space, where beauty is found in simplicity and depth. Through
decades of dedication, his works have come to define a vital
chapter in the story of modern Thai landscape painting.

PANYA VIJINTHANASARN
Uryrya 33usudns
(b. 1956)

Panya Vijinthanasarn is widely recognized for his grand-scale
Thai traditional paintings, often centered around the image of the
Buddha and surrounded by intricate details that convey moral
and philosophical teachings. His work reflects themes such as
resistance to materialism and the enduring value of human virtue.
Deeply contemplative, his art is not only a visual expression but
also a spiritual inquiry.

With an enduring interest in found and discarded materials, Panya
sees beyond their original purposes. He believes that each object
carries its own spirit, history, and latent meaning. Before incorporating
any material into his work, he considers its origin and symbolic
potential—extracting these narratives to give them new life in
his compositions.

From 1985 to 1987, Panya led a team in creating neo-traditional
murals for the Buddha Padipa Temple in Wimbledon, London.
These works, based on the cosmological concept of the Three
Worlds, remain a landmark in the global expression of Thai
Buddhist art.

PICHAI NIRAND
Woe USus
(b. 1936)

Pichai Nirand is a renowned Thai artist celebrated for his semi-
abstract paintings that intricately weave Buddhist philosophy
with modern artistic expression. His works are characterized
by the use of geometric forms and symbolic imagery, notably
the lotus flower, which represents wisdom, enlightenment, and
spiritual growth. These elements are often depicted rising from
the cycles of rebirth, reflecting the artist's deep engagement
with the Buddhist concept of the cycle of life.

Initially influenced by expressionism and surrealism, Pichai 's
artistic journey evolved to focus on themes rooted in Thailand's
Buddhist heritage. His paintings are noted for their serene and
reflective qualities, achieved through dense compositions and
a palette that emphasizes soft, harmonious hues. This approach
invites viewers to contemplate the interplay between traditional
beliefs and contemporary life. Pichai's contributions to Thai art
have been recognized with numerous accolades. His works have
been exhibited internationally and are held in high esteem for
their profound exploration of spiritual and philosophical themes
through visual art

PONGSATHORN MANEEPRAPAN
WyFss UuUs:wus

A promising voice of the new generation, Pongsathorn
Maneeprapan graduated from School of Architecture, Art, and
Design at KMITL. With a relentless passion and dedication to
his craft, he has developed a distinct artistic identity. His works,
featured in exhibitions such as lllusion (2023) and Dreamverse
(2024), fuse classical techniques with digital glitch elements,
creating a compelling juxtaposition that stirs the senses and
challenges perception.

Selected from among talented art students across the country,
Pongsathorn was chosen to contribute to one of Thailand’s most
culturally significant shows. His painting, a striking harmony of
bold brushwork, vivid color, and rich symbolism, commanded
attention and left an indelible mark on viewers.

PORNCHAI CHAIMA
wsde Toun
(b. 1970)

Pornchai Chaimais a renowned painter best known for his depictions
of rural life in Northern Thailand. With masterful technique, he
works primarily in acrylic and tempera on canvas, creating delicate
compositions that reflect the everyday rhythms, culture, and
beliefs of the Lanna people. His paintings often portray village
scenes infused with warmth and serenity, capturing the essence
of local traditions with quiet, contemplative beauty.

A hallmark of Pornchai’s style is his use of soft, translucent color,
which gives his works a gentle, almost meditative atmosphere.
Whether illustrating the simplicity of rural life or the intricacies of
Buddhist tales and Jataka tales, his work demands precision and




attentiveness to detail. His art not only documents a way of life
but also invites viewers to pause and reflect, offering a peaceful
window into the soul of Northern Thai culture.

POUM MALAKOUL, M.L.
v.a.du v1ana
(1910 - 1973)

Poum Malakoul, M.L., was recognized as one of Thailand’s most
significant architects, known for major landmarks such as the Victory
Monument, the Erawan Shrine, and the Santi Maitri Building (Outer).
Beyond his architectural achievements, he was also a gifted painter
whose work reflected a deep emotional connection to the Thai
countryside. His oil paintings often depicted wide, panoramic
views of rural Thailand—tranquil scenes composed with balance
and sensitivity.

Characterized by expansive skies, calm waters, and gently
rendered trees, his paintings expressed an idyllic vision of
nature and everyday life. With a romantic and almost dreamlike
quality, his compositions captured serene, unhurried moments
that evoked inner peace. There was a simplicity in the way
he translated his emotions directly onto the canvas, creating
works that felt both intimate and universal. His landscapes
were not merely visual records but heartfelt impressions—
testaments to the quiet beauty of nature and the contemplative
solitude it inspired.

PRAIVA RAIVA
Twso1Tson
(b. 1967)

Praiva Raiva is a Thai sculptor whose profound connection with
the forest has shaped the heart of his artistic practice. After leaving
formal art education behind, Praiva spent time living close to
nature and learning from indigenous communities, immersing
himself in their wisdom and way of life. Through this experience,
he discovered a deeper understanding of nature—its balance,
resilience, and quiet lessons in humility and respect.

His sculptures, often featuring powerful creatures like tigers, elephants,
and wild buffaloes, reflect the raw energy and survival instinct of
wildlife. Yet beneath their strength lies a contemplative spirit—
exploring the fragile relationship between humans and nature.
For Praiva, the forest is more than a setting; it's a teacher that
helped him rediscover what truly matters. His works are not just
aesthetic objects but profound reflections on life, struggle, and
the harmony we too often forget exists between all living things.

PRAIWAN DA:’KLIANG
Twsdad anaegy
(b. 1957)

Praiwan Dakliang is a Thai artist celebrated for his exceptional mastery
of superrealist painting. With remarkable precision, he captures
the textures, reflections, and subtleties of nature, landscapes, and
architecture in ways that blur the boundary between art and reality.
His works are renowned for their meticulous detail and technical

brilliance, revealing a profound sensitivity to light, form, and surface.
Praiwan has earned widespread recognition within the art community,
including prestigious national art awards. Each of his canvases
stands as a quiet testament to discipline, keen observation,
and a deep-seated pursuit of beauty found in realism taken to
its finest edge.

PRAKIT (JITR) BUABUSAYA
Us:n (Ins) Uourd
(1911 - 2010)

Prakit (Jitr) Buabusaya's artistic style is defined by his mastery of
color, texture, and expressive movement. A pioneer of modern Thai
painting, he was known for his bold use of a palette knife, replacing
delicate brushstrokes with thick, impasto layers that brought his
compositions to life. His works often captured landscapes and
scenes from memory, blending impressionistic techniques with
an emotional depth that reflected his personal journey.

His early period in Japan was marked by keen observation
of his surroundings—nature, culture, and the moment of war
and scarcity. Despite these challenges, his paintings from this
time conveyed resilience and a profound sensitivity to light and
atmosphere. However, only a few of his works from this period
survived the war, making them rare and historically significant.
Later, in his American period, he embraced a vibrant interplay
of warm and cool tones, expertly balancing light and shadow
to evoke both atmosphere and emotion. His ability to create
dynamic, textured surfaces made his work instantly recognizable,
transforming everyday landscapes into powerful expressions of
mood and memory.

Honored as a National Artist, Prakit’'s legacy lies in his ability to
merge technical mastery with a deeply personal narrative. His art
remains a testament to perseverance, emotion, and the timeless
power of painting.

PRAPHAN SRISOUTA
Us:wus ASdn
(b. 1939)

Praphan Srisouta is an influential Thai artist renowned for his masterful
woodcut printmaking. His works often draw inspiration from the
rhythms of rural Thai life, capturing the innocence of childhood
and the harmony between people and nature. Scenes of children
at play in lush countryside settings recur throughout his prints,
evoking a sense of joy, nostalgia, and gentle reflection.

Forinstance, in his 2010 self-portrait “Myself”, he portrays himself
as a lion-tiger with a monkey seated on its back, symbolizing
harmony and respect derived from calmness.

Prateep’s paintings often blend traditional Thaithemes with surrealist
elements, creating dreamlike scenes that invite viewers into his
imaginative world. His works have been exhibited both nationally
and internationally, solidifying his reputation as a leading figure
in contemporary Thai art.

PRATUANG EMJAROEN

(1935 - 2022)

Pratuang Emjaroen was a successful self-taught artist whose life
and art served as an inspiration to many. He created masterpieces
using practical skills acquired outside of formal education. He
mainly paints with oil color as a medium in Abstract and Semi-
Abstract styles. He is inspired by the sun. He sees the beauty of
sunlight that hits the earth and sees the connection of nature. His
work’s characteristic is color that captures moments of natural
phenomenon. His expression is not only about brushstroke but
also to exaggerate simple elements and make it powerful.

The distinctive signature emblem resembling the sun in Pratuang’s
early works marks the beginning of his “Universe Series.” During
his quest for inspiration, he was captivated by the beautiful,
multicolored sunlight streaming down, which significantly fueled
his creative energy. Pratuang poured his very essence into his art,
capturing the beauty he perceived. This unwavering dedication

reflects his profound passion for nature, masterfully translating
the splendor he witnessed into his work.

PRAYAT PONGDAM

(1934 - 2014)

Prayat Pongdam earned his B.F.A. from Silpakorn University in
1957 before furthering his studies at the Accademia di Belle Arti
diRomain 1961, specializing in Graphic Art, particularly woodcut
techniques. His works vividly capture the essence of rural Thailand,
reflecting a deep connection to nature and traditional ways of life.
Animals such as cats, owls, chickens, horses, and geckos often
feature prominently, serving as metaphors for human emotion
and experience.

In his early career, Prayat experimented with linocut, plywood,
and Masonite, producing monochromatic or limited-color prints
that conveyed an enigmatic atmosphere of spirituality, mysticism,
and folk beliefs. As he progressed, he developed a more vibrant
color palette using multi-layered oil-based printmaking techniques,
bringing warmth and vitality to his compositions. Despite his
frequent use of dark tones, his works radiate an underlying
tranquility, evoking familial bonds and quiet introspection.

Prayat’s mastery of movement and expression breathes life into
his subjects, capturing their gestures with striking precision.
Some works incorporate gold leaf—illuminating cat eyes in the
shadows or stars in a night sky—imbuing them with a sense of
mystery and wonder. His art transcends mere representation,
immersing viewers in a world where silence, solitude, and the
unseen speak profoundly.

PREECHA THAOTHONG

Preecha Thaothong, a distinguished Thai artist, earned a diploma
in Drawing from the Academia di Belle Arti di Roma, Italy, in 1978.
Over four decades, he has dedicated his practice to exploring
Thainess, spirituality, and the meditative essence of Buddhist
philosophy. His work harmonizes traditional Thai painting
techniques with Western artistic methods, creating a distinct
visual language that resonates with diverse audiences.

Having grown up near atemple, Preecha was deeply influenced
by its architecture and rituals, which became central to his artistic
exploration. His signature style is defined by the interplay of light
and shadow, where golden hues and dramatic contrasts illuminate
sacred spaces, evoking serenity and contemplation. By incorporating
reflective materials, he enhances the perception of radiance, reinforcing
themes of enlightenment and transcendence.

His works transcend mere representation, offering a sensory
experience that mirrors the stiliness and spiritual depth of Thai
culture, ultimately bridging heritage with contemporary artistic
expression.




PUNTITA MEEBOONSABAI
Jrufinn yryaute
(b. 1997)

Puntita Meeboonsabai’s distinctive artistic style blends fantasy,
surrealism, and self-exploration into richly layered compositions.
Her paintings often unfold like dreamscapes—dense with meaning
and emotion—where architectural forms, animals, and symbolic
objects orbit around a central female figure. This figure, frequently
a self-portrait, serves as both protagonist and portal, allowing the
artist to navigate imagined realities and internal states of being.

Drawing from her passions, memories, and subconscious, Puntita’s
style is characterized by meticulous detail, bold color palettes,
and a fluid blending of the magical with the familiar. Her work
embraces the essence of fantasy art, where logic is suspend-
ed, and emotional truth takes precedence. Rather than simply
illustrating surreal visions, she uses fantasy as a means of personal
agency—placing herself within each scene to inhabit multiple
roles and narratives that might not be possible in everyday life.

The result is a visual language that is intimate yet expansive—a
celebration of imagination, identity, and the limitless potential of
artistic storytelling.

Rirkrit Tiravanija integrates human interaction as an essential
element in his artistic practice, redefining the relationship between
artand everyday life. His participatory works, rooted in the concept
of Relational Aesthetics, challenge conventional notions of art by
transforming passive spectators into active participants. Rather
than presenting a definitive message or singular interpretation,
his creations serve as open-ended invitations for engagement,
dialogue, and shared experience.

Best known for his immersive installations that revolve around
personal and shared communal traditions, such as cooking
Thai meals, Rirkrit fosters connections that dissolve boundaries
between artist and audience. His work in the 1990s played
a pivotal role in shifting avant-garde art away from traditional
objects and toward socially engaged practices, emphasizing
interaction over materiality.

While his artistic output resists classification, Rirkrit aptly describes
it as “relational”, emphasizing real-time experience and exchange.
His work redefines the role of the art object, questioning its
fetishization and challenging the institutional confines of galleries
and museums.

Sa-ard Thanomwong is a Thai artist renowned for his technical
mastery and delicate approach to painting. Initially trained as a
movie poster painter and illustrator, Sa-ard developed a deep
appreciation for form, composition, and realism early in his career.
Though his early works—such as the “Wild and Free” series—
demonstrated a bold expressionist energy, it is his exquisite
lotus paintings that have become his signature. Celebrated as
a pioneer in this subject, Sa-ard captures the sacred Thai lotus
with astonishing precision and grace. His meticulous brushwork,
sensitivity to color, and ability to evoke the spiritual essence of
his subjects have earned him widespread acclaim for elevating
a national symbol into timeless fine art.

SAKWUT WISESMANEE
ANAQA JIABULU
(b. 1963)

Sakwut Wisesmanee is a Thai artist known for his striking portraiture
that fuses realism with expressive intensity. With bold, fluid brushwork
and a discerning eye, he captures not just the appearance of his
subjects but the emotional weight they carry. Each canvas feels
alive—charged with mood, movement, and unspoken stories.

Sakwut often paints people he encounters, translating fleeting
impressions into compositions of remarkable psychological depth.
His gestures are confident, his palette attuned to the atmosphere
of each piece, allowing him to convey vulnerability, resilience, or
quiet contemplation with subtle nuance.

Far more than faithful likenesses, Sakwut’s portraits reflect a
profound engagement with human presence. They invite the
viewer into a shared space between artist and subject—where
emotion, character, and memory converge.

Samarn Klangjaturat, a master of oil portraiture, is renowned for his
lifelike depictions of the Thai royal family. He rose to national recognition
with his painting of Maha Chakri Sirindhorn, H.R.H. Princess,
presented at the 80" anniversary of Poh-Chang Academy of
Arts. This marked the beginning of ongoing royal commissions,
including towering portraits of the Chakri Dynasty at the Chakri
Naruebodindra Medical Institute. His portrait of Majesty King
Bhumibol Adulyadej the Great and Her Majesty Queen Sirikit,
the Queen Mother also featured on the 2004 Commemorative
Banknote, celebrating the Queen’s 80" birthday.

Samarn’s style blends classical realism with a luminous, seamless
palette—soft yet vivid, expressive, and rich in delicate detail. Beyond
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portraiture, he is also known for his exquisite rose paintings
signatured in dreamlike, tender, and devotedly crafted, earning him
the affectionate nickname “Mr. Rose” among international admirers.

SA.—NGIAM YARANGSEE

Sa-ngiam Yarangsee has devoted his career to capturing the
essence of nature. His artistic vision remains steadfast, untouched by
fleeting trends, as he immerses himself in landscapes that continue to
inspire him. For Sa-ngiam, nature is an ever-changing marvel,
offering infinite variations in light, texture, and form. His paintings
are not mere representations but emotional impressions,
distilling the grandeur and serenity of the places he encounters.

A direct disciple of Silpa Bhirasri, Sanit was not only
trained at the early institution that would become Silpakorn University
but also returned as a professor to shape future generations of Thai
artists. His unique artistic vision lies in harmoniously merging traditional
Thai values, rituals, and lifestyles with Western realist techniques.
Through refined composition and a soft painterly style, he presents
everyday Thai scenes with cultural depth and subtle elegance.
Sanit’s approach—integrating Thai heritage with classical Western
expression—helped lay the foundation for contemporary Thai
painting. His works and teachings have made lasting contributions
to both Thai art and art education, positioning him as a vital figure
in the development of Thailand’s modern artistic identity.

SAWASDI TANTISUK
adan aungv
(1925 - 2009)

Sawasdi Tantisuk is widely recognized for his impressionist
approach, favoring atmospheric colors and emotional resonance
over precise depiction. His paintings often portray natural
landscapes, traditional architecture, and sacred temples, capturing
the fleeting qualities of light and mood in a particular moment.
Inspired by European Impressionism, he created works that
evoke both clarity and beauty through a balance of structure
and softness.

He explored both representational and abstract art and was among
the pioneers of abstract painting in Thailand. In his later works, he

distilled forms into rhythmic brushstrokes and open space—firm
lines harmonizing with serene, gentle tones to convey a profound
sense of unity. Nature served as his muse, transformed through
observation and memory into meditative compositions.

SILPA BHIRASRI
fial Ws:=AS
(1892 - 1962)

Silpa Bhirasri, born Corrado Feroci, is revered as the father
of modern art in Thailand and played a pivotal role in the
establishment of what is now known as Silpakorn University.
Invited to Thailand in 1923, Prof. Silpa commenced his tenure
teaching Western sculpture at the Fine Arts Department of
the Ministry of Palace Affairs. He was formally appointed as a
sculptor in 1924 under a three-year contract. In 1943, he founded
the institution that would evolve into Silpakorn University, the
University of Fine Arts. Prof. Silpa is also celebrated for his design
and creation of several of Bangkok’s most iconic monuments,
including the Democracy Monument, Victory Monument, and the
statue of King Rama | at Memorial Bridge.

SITTIPHON LOCHAISONG

(b. 1991)

Sittiphon Lochaisong’s works begin with the simple act of
connecting dots to form lines—lines that evolve into idealistic
figures, resisting fixed interpretation. Rather than depicting
certainty, his forms express a journey of thought, realization,
and emotional transformation. They come together as fragments
of the human psyche, reflecting the mind’s fluid state. His aesthetic
lies in the delicate balance between the refined and the unruly.
Sittiphon also experiments with glow pigments, engaging
the viewer’s perception and playing with light and shadow.
Nature often serves as the central theme in his narratives,
offering a familiar yet shifting lens through which he explores
deeper layers of meaning.

Suchao Sisganes, after serving as an art teacher at Chulalongkorn
University Demonstration Secondary School, chose to leave his
teaching career and pursue freelance artistry until 1986. His work,
deeply inspired by his surroundings, is characterized by thick,
intricately layered colors and geometric shapes. His paintings
reflect the beauty of a humble life, with every brushstroke filled
with meaning and a harmonious blend of diverse shades. Many
of his works explore themes of hardship and sorrow, revealing
the raw emotions of the artist and exposing his inner struggles.

Suchao's art is not concerned with depicting picturesque
landscapes, delicate flowers, or graceful women. Instead, it reflects
his personal struggles and focuses on the darker aspects of
life, with recurring images of siblings waiting for compassion, an
empty plate with fish bones, and dead trees. At first glance, his
art might seem simple, composed of basic shapes like triangles
and squares. However, upon closer inspection, the intricate blend
of his carefully chosen color palette and thoughtful composition
comes to the forefront. Suchao’s work can be seen as one of
Thailand’s first forays into expressionism, influenced by Western
art movements of the time. Through color and symbolism, he
communicates emotions powerfully, leaving a profound impact
on the viewer's soul.

Tawan Wattuya is a rebellious Thai artist whose works are a sharp
commentary on politics, society, and the human condition. Known
for his provocative, blurred portraiture, Tawan uses art as a medium
to challenge conventional thought and stir conversations about
sensitive societal issues, including political unrest, religion, morality,
and war. Early in his career, his bold depictions of nudity and
controversial themes were met with rejection from both conservative
and progressive circles, yet his passion for his craft remained
unshaken.

Tawan’s breakthrough came when he took matters into his own
hands, organizing independent exhibitions that ultimately garnered
media attention. His iconic watercolor mugshot-style portraits,
often of political figures, sparked controversy and made a powerful
statement on political unrest.

Through his work, Tawan confronts the viewer with raw emotion
and intense reflection, asking difficult questions about authority,
religion, and morality. His art is a call for deeper introspection
and a challenge to the status quo, making him one of Thailand’s
most fearless contemporary artists.

TAWEE NANDAKWANG

Tawee Nandakwang is a pivotal figure in Thai modern art history,
recognized for his mastery of painting and his pioneering role
in his era. His work elegantly captures portraits, still life, and
landscapes with a sensitivity that transcends mere representation.
A distinguished student of Silpa Bhirasri, he earned diplomas
from Poh-Chang Academy of Arts, Silpakorn University, and
later, the Academy of Fine Arts in Rome (1960-1961). He taught
at Silpakorn University until his retirement and was named a
National Artist in 1990, the same year he received the ASEAN
Awards Outstanding Artist in Visual Arts.

Tawee’s artistry is rooted in Impressionism, later evolving with
Cubist influences. His paintings are not only precise but deeply
evocative, composed with carefully restrained light and shadow.
He constructs his subjects through bold brushstrokes, sometimes
reducing detail, yet always retaining a profound sense of vitality
and presence.

More than technical mastery, his works invite the viewer into a
world beyond the visible. In the stillness of his canvases, everything
stirs with quiet life, revealing beauty that unfolds only when one
pauses, listens, and surrenders to the painting before them.
He captures what the eye cannot see—the silent rhythm of
nature’s movement—transforming mere images into immersive,
atmospheric experiences.
