Cabinet of Curiosities
Ah, curiosity, humanity’s oldest peer—an adequate company in the absence of
a better one. As most troublesome thing began, once upon a peculiar time, before
maps were certain and lands were known—when our kind set sail through seas that

hissed and foamed, through mists that smelled of salt and jeopardy. When they
returned—well, those who did—they brought back things.

Not just a handsome share of gold, new-found faith, or a wise man’s advice, but tokens

of discovery—and an insatiable desire to understand them. In an attempt to order

the unknown and bring the vastness of creation within human reach, they placed

their wonders into cabinets—wooden, creakmg, secretive thmgs—and called them
Cabinet of Curiosities.

What a sobriquet for such rooms full of portraits of the human mmd—
where art and science, belief and doubt, all dissolved into a single, compelling vision
of wonder. These private collections were, in essence, the precursors of modern
museums which seemed almost magical in a time of limited scientific understanding.

Now, centuries later, the cabinet creak open its door again. Within this exhibition,
136 artworks await—each revealing a unique way of seeing, yet all bound by a shared
pursuit of the extraordinary. To acquire one is to continue the story—to build your
own cabinet, where every object you choose and how you arrange i it will speak,
quietly but unmistakably, of you.

In the end, the cabinet is only a room .
it’s you who fills it
So, déqr collector:
words about our life will end,
but time never lands, love is all that stands.

Wanda's artwork “Fake Angel” carries an open-ended tone, allowing the viewer to interpret it in various ways. The character’s form reveals
what is hidden underneath the outer image of an angel. This ingenious use of contrast creates a mysterious feeling and a sense of duality to
the work. The artist also fills the large canvas with many small fake angel figures, arranging the composition across the entire space. Black
and white tones are used to define the imagery and build an intense atmosphere for the viewer.

It stands out
especially in its use of line, which is one of the basic visual elements.
Jitsing creates unity in this work by building depth and dimension
through varying line weights, tones, and colors, using a mixture of
techniques. The inspiration came from piles of masking tape scraps
found in art studios, which led to a work that expresses the ideas of
time and layering, presented through an abstract style. This intriguing
concept and form have earned the artworks in “The Illusive Floating
Traces” series numerous awards.

Professor Silpa Bhirasri was assigned to design these historically significant works.
Originally, the idea was first conceived in 1944, rooted in state-nationalist ideology
promoted by Field Marshal Plaek Phibunsongkhram. However, it was not launched
as an official project until 1952, when it was announced as a large-scale Buddhist
monument initiative to celebrate the 2500™ anniversary of the Buddhist Era. The
project also incorporated elements of traditional state landscape architecture. The
government subsequently assigned Professor Silpa Bhirasri, a central figure in the
foundation of modern Thai art and the creator of many historically important
sculptures, to design the principal Buddha image. Inspired by the elegant walking
Buddha images of the Sukhothai period, the design embodies the idealized beauty
of traditional Buddhist art. It is also combined with Western art style through the
musculature correctness and the fluid movement of the robe’s hem. This
combination marks a pivotal moment in the evolution of contemporary Thai art.

The “Walking Buddha” sculptures (Lot 030) were produced in 1957 to raise funds
for the early stages of construction, but the plan was suspended due to budgetary
constraints. The project was later revived in 1978 and successfully completed in
1982. As part of this renewed effort, “Phra Sri Sakhaya Thotsaphon Yan” (Lot 031
and 032) was cast from the final design, which was futher developed from the original
model left by Professor Silpa Bhirasri, to commemorate two important events: the
consecration ceremony of the principal Buddha image and the celebration of the
200™ anniversary of the Rattanakosin Kingdom. This piece is not only a beautiful
example of Buddhist art, but also a meaningful part of Thai national history and
a treasured artistic legacy designed by Professor Silpa Bhirasri.

Later, during the 1" International Art Exhibition in 1965,
Paitoon used this bas-relief as a model to make a smaller version in the form of a medal, which aimed to raise funds for the
construction of the Bhirasri Institute of Modern Art.

The work titled “Statesman” honors Phraya Phahonphon-
phayuhasena, one of the four military leaders who led the
1932 Siamese Revolution. He later served as Prime Minister
of Thailand for three terms. This piece is remarkably
significant as one of the few works that survived the bomb
damage at Poh-Chang Academy of Arts during World War II.

Chalerm is best known for his paintings, so this woodcarving
piece highlights his mastery of diverse artistic skills. When
observing this particular piece, the woodcarving technique
required great delicacy and a deep understanding of the
material’s nature. He was also a respected art teacher who
passed on his knowledge to later generations at Poh-Chang
Academy of Arts for 37 years, where he also served as
director and dean during his career.

Galileo Chini, a highly respected Italian artist from Florence, was skilled in many art forms. He was invited to participate in the Venice
Biennale in 1907, where his works caught the attention of King Chulalongkorn (Rama V), leading to an offer to work in Siam. Chini later
came to Siam during the early reign of King Vajiravudh (Rama V1), where he was commissioned to paint the royal activities of the past kings
on the dome ceiling of the Ananta Samakhom Throne Hall from 1911 to 1913.

Chini’s style is notable for combining Art Nouveau with elements of Neo-impressionism, which can be seen in this work. It is considered
both beautiful and historically significant in the field of art.

Muebon is a well-known Thali street artist, recognized internationally. His work “TOYS” was part of his first solo exhibition in the United
States. Drawing on Pop Art as a source of inspiration, he transforms its visual motifs in his work, such as the dot patterns, influenced by
silkscreen printing and the simplification of details to create a minimal style. The work also features a black bird character, which is the
artist’s signature motif. These elements allow the street art style on canvas to highlight ideas and critique the pressures of postmodern
society, which are often hidden behind entertainment and various distractions.
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The Art Auction Center, together with the Autistic Thai
Foundation and Gongkan—an internationally recognized Thai
who has collaborated with many renowned brands—has joined
forces to launch a special project. Gongkan’s works stand out for
their surreal visuals, especially his signature element, known as
“Teleport” or “Black Hole,” which seamlessly blends imagination
with meaningful storytelling. This collaboration aims to bring
colors, energy, and new life back to the basketball court at
Dipangkornwittayapat (Watnoinai) School, which has long been
in a deteriorated and broken condition.

We are launching the “Rebirth: The Art of Renewal” Basketball
Painting Project, featuring Gongkan in collaboration with 10 artists
from Artstory by Autistic Thai. Together, Gongkan and each artist
co-create unique artworks on basketballs, expressing their personal
interpretations of “Rebirth” through colors, textures, and emotions
reflected in their artworks. Through this initiative, the renovated
basketball court will not only serve its functional purpose for sports
but also become a space filled with creativity and inspiration.

As charity auction items, no fees will be charged, and the total
proceeds will be donated without any expenses deducted to
support the Autistic Thai Foundation’s activities and the renovation
of the basketball court—restoring it as a joyful and creative space
for students and the surrounding community once again. All
winning bids are eligible for a standard tax deduction in accordance
with Thai tax regulations.

“...This is not Western surrealism, nor is it traditional Thai style. Rather, it’s a kind of surrealism
that’s uniquely my own...In my work, one may discern echoes of Dali, traces of Picasso,
Michelangelo, Benvenuto Cellini, José Orozco, Diego Rivera. Yet alongside these, there are also
Phra Ajarn Nak, Khrua in Khong, Phra Khru of Wat Choeng Wai, Hiroshige, Hokusai—they’re
all there. I've gathered these threads from the small world I lived in, absorbed them, distilled
them, and forged them into something that is my own, something imbued with soul...”

This monumental and significant painting was created in 1968, a time when Thawan had just
graduated and returned to Thailand from abroad. It was a period brimming with inspiration,
sparked by first-hand encounters with masterpieces by the world’s great artists. Having refined
his understanding of various Western art disciplines, he turned his focus toward exploring
artistic paths and metaphysical concepts rooted in the East.

Once fully equipped with skill, knowledge, and conceptual depth, Thawan created this large-scale
oil painting on canvas, depicting muscular, nude male figures. A key element in the composition
is the conch shell, which in Hinduism, was once thought to house the Vedas, the sacred texts
containing the totality of religious knowledge, symbolizing a space of intellectual and spiritual
cultivation. While the narrative behind the work is rooted in Eastern origins and spiritual beliefs,
its visual language embraces modern artistic influences, fused with traditional forms. The result
is a groundbreaking artistic expression that leaves a lasting impression.

Thawan poured all his creative forces into creating this distinctive work, portraying a man,
perhaps a reflection of the artist himself, who has fully broken free from the shell. He runs
forward, head lifted, arms raised to the sky, drawing in the air with lungs full of joy, like one
newly awakened. Nearby, another figure struggles to emerge, his body half-free, one leg still
caught within the shell. Meanwhile, a third man sits hunched, head bowed, confined within
the conch shell, showing no sign of breaking free. In this artwork, the conch shell is no longer
merely a vessel of knowledge. For those who choose the path of decline, it becomes a cage,
shutting out all the light.

Trained originally in realism, Mingo
seamlessly transitioned his traditional skills to the digital realm,
crafting the beloved penguin characters that propelled individual
tokens to sales exceeding $400,000. Although he maintains a low
profile, Mingo is the pivotal creative force connecting traditional
artistry with digital innovation, securing his place as one of the most
sought-after and influential NFT artists in the global market.




ANUPONG CHANTORN

Anupong Chantorn is a celebrated Thai artist, notable as one of the
youngest recipients of the prestigious Gold Medal (1* Prize) from the
National Exhibition of Art (52™ and 53" editions, 2007-2008). His
works are deeply inspired by traditional religious symbolism,
particularly the imagery of hell, ghosts (pret), and demons.

Anupong’s work is renowned for its critique of contemporary human
behavior, addressing themes of greed, desire, and avarice by
reinterpreting the Buddhist cautionary symbol of the pret. His use of
saffron robes (pha chiwon) in his paintings has sparked significant
public debate, most notably with his Gold Medal-winning work,
“Phiksu Sandanka.” He has won multiple national and international
awards and currently serves as Assistant Professor of Fine Arts,
Faculty of Architecture, KMIT.

ATTASIT ANIWATCHON

Attasit Aniwatchon’s artistic practice is a dynamic interplay between
personal experience and constructed imagery, where objects, textures,
and fragmented compositions converge into a visual narrative.

Beginning
with early street scenes that captured Thai locals amid Bangkok’s
urban landscape, this master of watercolor, acrylic, and oil painting
has since become renowned for his focused exploration of a specific
subject: the human face, celebrated for its expressive depth and
capacity to convey diverse lifestyles and emotions.

Through large-scale, vibrant, pop-influenced close-up portraits of
Asian women, Attasit represents Asianness with characters featuring
vivid lips contrasted against soft skin and dreamy hues, essential
elements that convey subtle nuances, especially in the eyes.

perspective and international reach. Over the years, Chalerm has
exhibited extensively across Asia and America, earning acclaim for
his refined technique and creative versatility.

Chalood Nimsamer was one of Thailand’s most influential modern
masters—an artist, educator, and pioneer whose legacy shaped Thai art
for over half a century. A distinguished disciple of Professor Silpa Bhirasti,
he later served as Dean of the Faculty of Painting, Sculpture, and Graphic
Arts at Silpakorn University, where he founded the Departments of
Printmaking and Thai Art, laying the groundwork for future generations.

Renowned for his mastery in painting, sculpture, and printmaking,
Chalood was named National Artist in Visual Arts (Sculpture) in 1998
and was among the first Thai artists to gain international recognition in
printmaking. His work reflects a refined blend of Thai spirituality and
modern form, marked by a deliberate structuring of space—points, lines,
and geometric balance—principles that also informed his influential
writings.

CHATCHAI PUIPIA
ae Yol
(b. 1964)

Chatchai Puipia is a prominent figure in Thai contemporary art,
recognized both domestically and internationally. He once shocked
the public by announcing his own “artistic death,” symbolizing a
departure from the ego that could have blinded him and caused him
to lose sight of his objectives and the independence of his actions.
This metaphorical death did not end his life but liberated him from
the constraints of the art business, transforming him from merely an
artist to a man who creates art.

Characterized by provocative self-portraits, Chatchai’s expressive
faces reflect the emotions he holds toward each concurrent situation.
He employs symbolism to convey diverse meanings about contemporary




Thai society, often engaging in societal critique by embedding various
issues through questioning and confrontation.

Galileo Chini was a renowned Italian artist from Florence whose
expertise spanned painting, ceramics, design, and interior decoration.
A leading figure in the Italian Liberty style (Art Nouveau), he played
a pivotal role in cultural exchange between Europe and Thailand in
the early 20" century.




In 1911, he was invited by King Rama V to create the interior frescoes
of the Ananta Samakhom Throne Hall in Bangkok. Over the course
of two years, Chini produced monumental murals that seamlessly
blended European Art Nouveau with traditional Thai artistic elements,
resulting in one of the most iconic interiors in modern Thai history.
His work symbolized a meeting point between Western and Thai
aesthetics during a time of national modernization. Chini’s Thai
experience deeply influenced his later work and remains a celebrated
example of early East-West artistic collaboration in Thai art history.

Gongkan is a young Thai artist. He became famous for street art in
New York City and had the opportunity to be part of the Street Art
New York Community. He graduated from the Faculty of Decorative
Arts, Department of Communication Arts, Silpakorn University. He
created art with a minimalist style. Gongkan is very fond of and has
a passion for the concept of time, so he created a unique work called
a “Black Hole” or Teleport, which presents a person in a black hole
teleporting to another dimension.

His practice is firmly rooted in Western abstract expressionism and
reflects a sensitivity to natural forces, contrast, and structural order.
He was known for his meticulous compositions, rhythmic surface
patterns, and emotionally charged use of color and texture. Rather
than seeking intellectual interpretation, his art invites internal
engagement—offering the viewer an experience shaped by energy,
movement, and stillness within a defined visual system. His practice
achieves a rare balance of emotional depth and technical precision.
As one of Thailand’s most respected abstract artists, Ithipol contributed
immensely to the evolution of Thai contemporary art.

Jarun Pan-onta explores the interconnected nature of existence through
intricately detailed compositions that merge humans, animals, and
the cosmos.

A hallmark of Jarun’s technique is the subtle integration of human
figures into every element, embedding humanity within the very
fabric of existence. His masterful use of color and form ensures that
each stroke carries symbolic weight, reflecting the delicate balance
between creation and dissolution. Through meticulous detail, his work
invites the viewer to contemplate how human life is interwoven into

the vast, ever-evolving universe.

A graduate with
a B.F.A. in Painting from the Faculty of Painting, Sculpture and
Graphic Arts at Silpakorn University, he continuously explores new
creative approaches in his work and has been recognized in numerous
prestigious art events.

Following his graduation, he began a successful career in the fashion
design industry, where he won an Excellent Prize in the Designer of
the Year competition in 2004. He has since become a role model for
emerging artists and designers and played a key role in shaping the
creative identity of well-known brands such as Greyhound over the
years. After gaining a reputation as a designer, Jitsing continues to
produce and exhibit his artworks at many leading galleries.

JITTIROBOT - JITTI JUMNIANWAI

Over the
decades, he has cultivated a dynamic career between Thailand and
the United States, embodying the roles of artist, teacher, and practicing
Buddhist. In 1997, he was named a National Artist of Thailand and
has since served as a cultural ambassador, promoting Thai artistic




traditions abroad while encouraging Thai artists and students to
embrace both local and global perspectives.

Kamol is recognized internationally for his abstract works that integrate
elements of Thai cultural and spiritual heritage. Drawing from Buddhist
symbolism, traditional Thai motifs, and even Thai kite flying, his art
reflects a profound connection to his roots. Among his early and most
spiritually resonant works is a series inspired by the footprints of the
Buddha, which not only honor his Buddhist background but also
suggest the global reach and timeless relevance of the Buddha's
teachings.

KARMS - THAMMATAT SAITHONG

Karms — Thammatat Saithong crafts surreal worlds where uncanny
characters navigate contradictions, reflecting his observations of his
surroundings and the behavior of humankind. Painted like old master
oil paintings, his work focuses on form, depth and the atmosphere.

A rising talent in contemporary art, Karms is widely praised for his
exceptional drawing skills. His work invites the viewer to interpret
and connect with his art in deeply personal ways. He reimagines
characters through distinctive elements and communicative meanings,
blending technical mastery with emotional depth. Using light, shadow,
and color to shape mood and dimension, he transforms fleeting
moments into profound artistic statements. Sensitive to even the
smallest details around him, he absorbs his surroundings as creative
fuel, turning them into artworks that express the significance of
overlooked moments, as if shouting to the world about these great
little things.

Kid Kosolwat’s works capture the atmosphere of rural Thai life with
sensitivity and depth. A student at the School of Fine Arts under
Professor Silpa Bhirasri, he shared the belief that artistic progression
often comes with challenges and disagreements—a natural rthythm in
the evolution of creativity. His visual language moves in cycles: from
realism to abstraction and back again, reflecting a dynamic interplay
between observation and imagination. Kid believed that mastering
realism is fundamental to creating meaningful abstract art. For him,

abstraction without a firm grasp of form and understanding lacked
substance. This belief grounds his dream-like compositions in a distinct
sense of realism. A keen observer of Thai ritualistic and religious life,
Kid paints interpretations of temples, ceremonies, and village scenes—
imbuing everyday culture with expressive form. His works serve as
both cultural document and poetic reflection, revealing the quiet
beauty of Thai tradition.

KOWIT WATTANARACH
TnIn Sunar
(b. 1976)

Kowit Wattanarach frequently explores human subjects, with a strong
emphasis on women and their evolving roles in society. His work
reflects themes of recognition, identity, and independence, portraying
women as confident, assertive, and even enigmatic figures. Inspired
by Japanese manga, his depictions present Asian women as self-assured
and expressive, challenging traditional perceptions of femininity.
His works have been exhibited widely, both domestically and
internationally.

Beyond his striking portrayals of women, Kowit also delves into the
nostalgia of childhood. His contemporary oil paintings in a pop art
style feature lively girls or wide-eyed children, radiating a sense of
innocence and joy. Childhood memories—whether filled with laughter,
tears, or moments of fear—are central to his work. Through bright
colors and expressive compositions, he captures the fleeting nature of
these emotions, transforming them into timeless and deeply relatable
artworks that invite the viewer to reconnect with their own past.

KRIT NGAMSOM
NHY NINEN
(b. 1983)

Krit is an artist who presents Thai works in a new light outside of
tradition contexts through installation and kinetic art. His works are
often playful and ironic, engaging with contemporary social themes.
He emphasizes that art can be accessible and enjoyable, something
that invites simple observation without requiring prior knowledge.
Yet, beneath this sense of play lies a deeper seriousness. For those who
choose to look more closely, his works offer layered meanings, inviting
reflection on cultural narratives, social behavior, and the boundaries
between tradition and modernity. His art opens a space where curiosity
leads to discovery and amusement coexists with critical thought.

Lampu Kansanoh is celebrated for her distinctive large-headed
caricatures that humorously tell the stories of friends, companions,
and society. With a keen mastery of brushwork, color placement, and
character development, she captures the essence of her subjects,
transforms the ordinary into a platform for deeper reflection. Through
satire and wit, she brings forth perspectives that often elude our daily
awareness, offering a mirror to both personal and societal themes.
Rooted in the belief that the small, everyday moments hold the richest
artistic inspiration, this makes her creations remarkably relatable, as
they echo the shared experiences of the viewer. Lampu’s art often
explores the broader social context, proposing that meaningful change
in society can only emerge when we begin to look at the things closest
to us with fresh eyes. Her caricatures serve as a playful yet insightful
means of addressing issues, both personal and societal. She believes
that true happiness is not found in avoiding discomfort but in embracing
and understanding the realities of life.

LINE CENSOR - KIATANAN IAMCHAN
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(b. 1982)

Kiatanan lamchan is a contemporary Thai artist celebrated for his
intricate and layered visual language that blends traditional Thai
mural aesthetics, Buddhist symbolism, and semi-cartoon, semi-realistic
figures. His works navigate complex modern themes while remaining
deeply rooted in the refined traditions of Thai art and storytelling.
Inspired by temple murals, his compositions often depict a bustling
mix of spirits, urban characters, and symbolic elements—creating a
rich visual tapestry where the past, present, and future intertwine. He
refers to his approach as “relational,” capturing emotional depth,
social tensions, and inner turbulence with compelling density. His art
reflects both the positive and negative aspects of contemporary Thai
life through a Buddhist lens, offering spiritual and psychological
commentary. Expanding into new media, Kiatanan has become the
first Thai artist featured on SuperRare and continues to explore digital
platforms like Foundation and OpenSea, bridging tradition and
innovation.

LOLAY - THAWEESAK SRITHONGDEE
Yaia - MfnA fmovn
(b. 1970)

LOLAY (Thaweesak Srithongdee) is a leading Thai contemporary
artist whose practice spans painting, fibreglass sculpture, and graphic
arts. Holding a Master of Fine Art from Silpakorn University, he is
recognised for his distinctive linework, vibrant palette, and layered
characters that reflect keen observations of human behaviour and
social life through a lens of imagination.

Lolay has exhibited internationally at the Fukuoka Triennale (2005),
the Busan Biennale (2010), and the Bangkok Art Biennale (2020),
with numerous collaborations and major showcases across Southeast
Asia, affirming his influential role in the region’s contemporary art
scene. Among his most iconic works is a four-metre-high fibreglass
sculpture of two girl dolls, permanently installed at the Bangkok Art
and Culture Centre (BACC).
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MANIT POO-AREE
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(1935 - 2008)

Manit Poo-Aree was an artist known for his continual exploration of
new artistic forms, creating a diverse body of work that spans
printmaking, tempera, woodcuts, and drawing. His early practice was
rooted in traditional Thai painting, inspired by mural art, which he
reinterpreted through his own lens. Depicting scenes of family life,
Thai folk games, and rural traditions, he employed antique color
schemes reminiscent of temple murals, yet arranged them in
contemporary compositions. His linework was graceful and refined,
conveying both delicacy and emotional depth.

In later years, Manit expanded into modernist modes of expression,
embracing abstraction and cubism while maintaining thematic ties to
nature. His use of tonal color harmonies added layers of meaning and
atmosphere to his work. Manit’s ability to bridge the traditional and
the modern has made his art resonate widely, and his work has been
featured in numerous major exhibitions, including the prestigious
National Art Exhibition in Thailand.




MIT JAI INN

Mit Jai Inn is an influential Thai artist who is driving Thailand’s
contemporary art scene. He creates abstract works through the use of
color and arrangement, encouraging the viewer to analyze and question
what they see regarding both political and social concerns.

MUEBON

issues. His signature character—a flightless bird and Mickey Mouse-
inspired skull—serves as his alter ego, symbolizing liberty constrained,
a reflection of the inequalities and contradictions of urban life.

Playful yet piercing, his imagery critiques power structures and
societal tensions while remaining accessible and engaging. From shop
shutters to large-scale murals, MUEBON brings art out of galleries and
into daily life. His works have appeared globally, and he has collaborated
with major entities such as Hermes in Melbourne, the Moscow World
Cup 2018, and the German Embassy in Berlin. MUEBON'’s work stands
at the intersection of protest, pop culture, and poetic commentary—
bridging underground grit with global resonance.

Niti Wattuya is a self-taught painter and poet renowned for his
landscape paintings, where he masterfully captures the impressions
and beauty of nature.

Paitoon Muangsomboon, a senior sculptor who was best known for
his lifelike animal sculptures, rendered with striking realism and dynamic
energy. His works masterfully captured the movement, anatomy, and
spirit of animals in various postures, each form shaped with meticulous
detail and deep respect for the natural world. Paitoon’s works have
been exhibited widely across Thailand and internationally, securing
his place as a significant figure in modern Thai sculpture.

One of the early students of Silpa Bhirasri, Paitoon was classically
trained in traditional and Western sculptural techniques. In 1958, his
dedication to the arts earned him a UNESCO-sponsored study tour
across the United States and Europe, where he explored classical and
modern realist sculpture. This experience deeply influenced his style,
merging precise craftsmanship with a distinct artistic vision. Alongside
his passion for animal forms, he served as a lead sculptor for Thailand’s
Fine Arts Department, contributing to numerous significant monuments
and religious sculptures. His impact also extended into education, as
one of the pioneering professors at Silpakorn University, he played
a key role in mentoring and shaping future generations of Thai artists.

PICHAI NIRAND
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(b. 1936)

Pichai Nirand is a renowned Thali artist celebrated for his semi-abstract
paintings that intricately weave Buddhist philosophy with modern
artistic expression. His works are characterized by the use of geometric
forms and symbolic imagery, notably the lotus flower, which represents
wisdom, enlightenment, and spiritual growth. These elements are
often depicted rising from the cycles of rebirth, reflecting the artist’s
deep engagement with the Buddhist concept of the cycle of life.

Initially influenced by expressionism and surrealism, Pichai’s artistic
journey evolved to focus on themes rooted in Thailand’s Buddhist
heritage. His paintings are noted for their serene and reflective qualities,
achieved through dense compositions and a palette that emphasizes
soft, harmonious hues. This approach invites the viewer to contemplate
the interplay between traditional beliefs and contemporary life.
Pichai’s contributions to Thai art have been recognized with numerous
accolades. His works have been exhibited internationally and are held

in high esteem for their profound exploration of spiritual and
philosophical themes through visual art.

PONGSATHORN MANEEPRAPAN
o7 NoiUTus
(b. 1999)

A compelling new voice in contemporary Thai art, Pongsathorn
Maneeprapan is a graduate of the School of Architecture, Art, and
Design at KMITL. His distinct artistic identity is defined by a striking
fusion of classical techniques with digital glitch elements, creating
a potent juxtaposition that challenges visual perception. Pongsathorn’s
works have been featured in exhibitions such as “Illusion” (2023) and
“Dreamverse” (2024). His rising cultural relevance was recently
cemented by his selection to create an original painting for the
acclaimed series “Mad Unicorn.” He is currently working full-time
with a private company while continuing to pursue his artistic practice.

PORNCHAI CHAIMA
wattes Tawn
(b. 1970)

Pornchai Chaima is a renowned painter best known for his depictions
of rural life in Northern Thailand. With masterful technique, he works
primarily in acrylic and tempera on canvas, creating delicate
compositions that reflect the everyday rhythms, culture, and beliefs
of the Lanna people. His paintings often portray village scenes infused
with warmth and serenity, capturing the essence of local traditions
with quiet, contemplative beauty.

A hallmark of Pornchai’s style is his use of soft, translucent color,
which gives his works a gentle, almost meditative atmosphere.

Pote Sa-ngawongse graduated from the Faculty of Painting, Sculpture,
and Graphic Arts at Silpakorn University. He earned recognition through
numerous awards and participated in a wide range of exhibitions, both
nationally and internationally, showcasing his unique visual language
and establishing himself as a respected figure in the Thai art scene.




His works employed vivid use of color and expressive brushstrokes.
Pote’s paintings often depicted serene and vibrant landscapes that
evoked a sense of peace, wonder, and emotional depth. The use of
bright, saturated tones and fluid, confident strokes reflected not only
his technical mastery but also his deep connection to nature and the
world around him.

POUM MALAKOUL, M.L.

Poum Malakoul, M.L., was recognized as one of Thailand’s most
significant architects, known for major landmarks such as the Victory
Monument, the Erawan Shrine, and the Santi Maitri Building (Outer).
Beyond his architectural achievements, he was also a gifted painter
whose work reflected a deep emotional connection to the Thai
countryside. His oil paintings often depicted wide, panoramic views of
rural Thailand—tranquil scenes composed with balance and sensitivity.

Characterized by expansive skies, calm waters, and gently rendered
trees, his paintings expressed an idyllic vision of nature and everyday
life. With a romantic and almost dreamlike quality, his compositions
captured serene, unhurried moments that evoked inner peace. There
was a simplicity in the way he translated his emotions directly onto
the canvas, creating works that felt both intimate and universal. His
landscapes were not merely visual records but heartfelt impressions—
testaments to the quiet beauty of nature and the contemplative solitude
it inspired.

PRAIVA RAIVA

(b. 1967)

Praiva Raiva is a Thai sculptor whose profound connection with the
forest has shaped the heart of his artistic practice. After leaving formal
art education behind, Praiva spent time living close to nature and
learning from indigenous communities, immersing himself in their
wisdom and way of life. Through this experience, he discovered
a deeper understanding of nature—its balance, resilience, and quiet
lessons in humility and respect.

His sculptures, often featuring powerful creatures like tigers, elephants,
and wild buffaloes, reflect the raw energy and survival instinct of
wildlife. Yet beneath their strength lies a contemplative spirit—
exploring the fragile relationship between humans and nature. For
Praiva, the forest is more than a setting; it’s a teacher that helped him
rediscover what truly matters. His works are not just aesthetic objects

but profound reflections on life, struggle, and the harmony we too
often forget exists between all living things.

PRAIWAN DAKLIANG
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(1957 - 2025)

Praiwan Dakliang was a Thai artist celebrated for his exceptional
mastery of superrealist painting. With remarkable precision, he captured
the textures, reflections, and subtleties of nature, landscapes, and
architecture in ways that blurred the boundary between art and reality.
His works are renowned for their meticulous detail and technical
brilliance, revealing a profound sensitivity to light, form, and surface.
Praiwan earned widespread recognition within the art community,
including prestigious national art awards. Each of his canvases stands
as a quiet testament to discipline, keen observation, and a deep-seated
pursuit of beauty found in realism taken to its finest edge.

PRAPHAN SRISOUTA

(b. 1939)

Praphan Srisouta is an influential Thai artist renowned for his
masterful woodcut printmaking. His works often draw inspiration from
the rhythms of rural Thai life, capturing the innocence of childhood
and the harmony between people and nature.

PRATUANG EMJAROEN

(1935 - 2022)

Pratuang Emjaroen was a successful self-taught artist whose life and
art served as an inspiration to many. He created masterpieces using
practical skills acquired outside of formal education. He mainly paints
with oil color as a medium in Abstract and Semi-Abstract styles. He
is inspired by the sun. He sees the beauty of sunlight that hits the
earth and sees the connection of nature.

PRAYAT PONGDAM

(1934 - 2014)

Prayat Pongdam earned his B.F.A. from Silpakorn University in 1957
before furthering his studies at the Accademia di Belle Arti di Roma
in 1961, specializing in Graphic Art, particularly woodcut techniques.
His works vividly capture the essence of rural Thailand, reflecting
a deep connection to nature and traditional ways of life. Animals such
as cats, owls, chickens, horses, and geckos often feature prominently,
serving as metaphors for human emotion and experience.

In his early career, Prayat experimented with linocut, plywood, and
Masonite, producing monochromatic or limited-color prints that
conveyed an enigmatic atmosphere of spirituality, mysticism, and folk
beliefs. As he progressed, he developed a more vibrant color palette
using multi-layered oil-based printmaking techniques, bringing warmth
and vitality to his compositions. Despite his frequent use of dark tones,
his works radiate an underlying tranquility, evoking familial bonds
and quiet introspection.

Prayat’s mastery of movement and expression breathes life into his
subjects, capturing their gestures with striking precision. Some works
incorporate gold leaf—illuminating cat eyes in the shadows or stars
in a night sky—imbuing them with a sense of mystery and wonder.
His art transcends mere representation, immersing the viewer in a
world where silence, solitude, and the unseen speak profoundly.

PREECHA THAOTHONG

Preecha Thaothong, a distinguished Thai artist, earned a diploma in
Drawing from the Academia di Belle Arti di Roma, Italy, in 1978. Over
four decades, he has dedicated his practice to exploring Thainess,
spirituality, and the meditative essence of Buddhist philosophy.

Silpa Bhirasri, born Corrado Feroci, is revered as the father of modern
art in Thailand and played a pivotal role in the establishment of what
is now known as Silpakorn University. Invited to Thailand in 1923,
Professor Silpa commenced his tenure teaching Western sculpture at
the Fine Arts Department of the Ministry of Palace Affairs. He was
formally appointed as a sculptor in 1924 under a three-year contract.
In 1943, he founded the institution that would evolve into Silpakorn
University, the University of Fine Arts. Professor Silpa is also celebrated
for his design and creation of several of Bangkok’s most iconic
monuments, including the Democracy Monument, Victory Monument,
and the statue of King Rama I at Memorial Bridge.

SOMPHOP SAENGPROM
ANON UEANNINY
(b. 1963)

Sompob Sangprom is a Northern Thai artist, known for his masterful
oil on linen paintings that chronicle the simple lifestyle and rich
culture of the Lanna region. A graduate of Payap Technical College,
Sompob established his reputation early by winning the 1* Prize in
the 1200 Years of Phrarod Painting Competition (1984) and receiving
the Outstanding Award at the 2™ and 3" Thailand Youth Art
Exhibition (1985, 1986). His exquisite compositions, rendered with
a delicate line, capture the essence of Northern Thai identity, from
graceful women and children to mountain landscapes and Buddhist
architecture.
