Chamruang is a pioneering figure in abstract sculpture. This
series isamong the few works in which he sustains a semi-abstract
approach with such grace and enduring significance.

This work by Charoon Boonsuan is considered
quite unusual compared to his typical subject
matter, which often features flowers or landscapes.

This work by Chalerm Nakiraks is remarkably beautiful and
stands out for its distinctive style. It reflects his adaptation of
traditional Thai artistic identity into a more contemporary form.
This can be seen in the way he modifies the figures to appear
more realistic, with facial expressions that clearly convey emotion.
At the same time, he retains a sense of grace through soft curves
and flowing lines, suggesting an idealized elegance. This work
also captures the emotions and joy of the crowd during the
Royal Ploughing Ceremony with great sensitivity. The use
of color conveys a sense of festivity while still maintaining
the sacred atmosphere of a Brahmanical ritual. In addition, the
rhythm and movement of the figures are emphasized through
the outer contour lines of the grouped figures, which guide
the viewer's eye.

Ananyot Jannual's work stands out both in terms of painting skill and the use of symbols. The artist presents a group of four large
sunflowers as the main compositional focus. Each flower appears faded and decaying, symbolizing the ephemerality of all things.
In the details, small human figures are scattered throughout the scene. At the same time, on the left side of the composition, a monk
is depicted calmly sweeping the temple grounds. All of these elements together convey the fundamental truths of life: birth, aging,
illness, and death.

His works have been
consistently recognized at Thailand’s National Exhibition of Art,
earning national acclaim and reinforcing his important role in the
development of Thai sculptural tradition.

ANAND PANIN
atium thalun
(b. 1938)

Anand Panin, who graduated with a Bachelor of Fine Arts Degree
in Painting from Silpakorn University under the guidance of
Professor Silpa Bhirasri, is a visionary in contemporary painting,
continuously redefining his artistic expression over six decades.
His early works embraced naturalistic forms, capturing emotion
and beauty with a profound sensitivity. Gradually, his approach
evolved into semi-abstraction, where imagination took precedence
over representation, and the human form dissolved into gestures
of color and light, effectively conveying imagination through
abstraction and an understanding of human physiology.

His
verses, rich with philosophical depth and symbolic imagery,
reshape the landscape of contemporary Thai poetry, earning him
recognition as a pioneer of the modern era.

In the realm of painting, Angkarn was celebrated for his mastery
of crayon and charcoal techniques—Dbold yet delicate, swift yet
precise. His compositions resonate with profound dynamism,
capturing the essence of movement and emotion through
expressive lines and tonal contrasts. Infused with Buddhist
philosophy, his art contemplates the universe, nature, and the
fundamental truths of existence. Whether in words or in form,
Angkarn’s creations stand as testament to an unbound spirit, where
poetry and painting converge in a visionary dialogue of thought
and expression.

ANGKRIT AJCHARITYASOPHON
oungy Danstlanm
(b. 1973)

Angkrit Ajchariyasophon is an artist, curator, and gallery owner
based in Chiang Rai, Thailand. He holds a Bachelor’s degree in
Painting and a Master's degree in Media Arts and Design from
Chiang Mai University. Working across painting, sculpture, and
photography, his practice explores themes of personal history,
the passage of time, and the uncertainties within Thai society.
His works are characterized by simplified forms, distinctive
compositions, and a nuanced use of color.

Anupong Chantorn is a celebrated Thai artist, notable as one of the
youngest recipients of the prestigious Gold Medal (1" Prize) from
the National Exhibition of Art (52" and 53" editions,
2007—2008). His works are deeply inspired by traditional religious
symbolism, particularly the imagery of hell, ghosts (pret), and
demons.

Anupong’s work is renowned for its critique of contemporary
human behavior, addressing themes of greed, desire, and avarice
by reinterpreting the Buddhist cautionary symbol of the pret. His
use of saffron robes (pha chiwon) in his paintings has sparked
significant public debate, most notably with his Gold Medal
winning work, “Phiksu Sandanka.” He has won multiple national
and international awards and currently serves as Assistant
Professor of Fine Arts, Faculty of Architecture, KMIT.

Insnng Tsengn
(b. 1943)

Chakrabhand Posayakrit is a visionary artist whose mastery
bridges the classical and the contemporary, weaving Thai
heritage into every brushstroke. Each stroke of his brush is an
invocation of beauty, a symphony of color and light that unfolds
without the constraints of preliminary sketches. The result is an
astonishing purity—faces untouched by hesitation, proportions
guided by an intuitive mastery of human anatomy. His
artistry is a whispered enchantment, rendered with an almost
otherworldly finesse.

Beyond painting, his genius extends to sculpture, puppetry, and
theatrical design, each discipline infused with his deep reverence
for Thai artistry. His works transform folklore and literature into
visual poetry, capturing the radiance of celestial beings and the
grandeur of Thai theatrical traditions.

A guardian of cultural legacy, he founded the Chakrabhand
Posayakrit Foundation, a living testament to his devotion. Here, his
art flourishes beyond the canvas—an everlasting ode to beauty,
tradition, and imagination.

CHALERM NAKIRAKS
AN WASY
(1917 - 2002)

National Artist of 1988, Chalerm Nakiraks received a Diploma in
Arts from Poh-Chang Academy of Arts and continued his artistic
training in Japan with support from the International Labor
Organization. In 1982, he was invited by the Thai Arts Council,
California, to visit the United States—an experience that broadened
his artistic perspective and international reach. Over the years,
Chalerm has exhibited extensively across Asia and America,
earning acclaim for his refined technique and creative versatility.

Renowned for seamlessly bridging modern and traditional
aesthetics, Chalerm masterfully employs oil, watercolor, pastel, and
plastic colors to explore a breadth of subjects—from still lifes and
landscapes to portraits and depictions of Thai cultural life. His
traditional-inspired works, in particular, stand as timeless testaments
to the beauty of rural Northeastern Thailand, radiating warmth,
vitality, and the intricate craftsmanship of a true master.

CHALERMCHAI KOSITPIPAT
waude TuEnnnm
(b. 1955)

From an early age, Chalermchai Kositpipat displayed remarkable
artistic talent, becoming one of the first students to specialize in
Thai art at Silpakorn University. Even before graduating, he had
already won national recognition. His unwavering commitment to
Thai aesthetics led him to establish the Silpa Thai Group in 1980,
opposing what he saw as the erosion of Thai artistic
identity by foreign influences. His belief in the spiritual power of
art later inspired him to paint murals at Buddhapadipa
Temple in London, a project supported by both a royal
foundation and the Thai government.

Chalermchai’s vision transcends the canvas—his magnum opus,
Wat Rong Khun (The White Temple), transforms a modest
temple into a world-renowned sanctuary of Buddhist art,
seamlessly blending tradition with his own contemporary
interpretation. His meticulous craftsmanship is evident in every
detail, from the exquisite precision of his brushstrokes to the



ethereal harmony of color that create a surreal atmosphere.
Beneath this delicate intricacy lies a bold decisiveness, a
confidence that defines his artistic identity.

CHALOOD NIMSAMER
1A Ui
(1929 - 2015)

Chalood Nimsamer was one of Thailand’s most influential
modern masters—an artist, educator, and pioneer whose
legacy shaped Thai art for over half a century. A distinguished
disciple of Professor Silpa Bhirasri, he later served as Dean of the
Faculty of Painting, Sculpture and Graphic Arts at Silpakorn
University, where he founded the Departments of Printmaking and
Thai Art, laying the groundwork for future generations.

Renowned for his mastery in painting, sculpture, and
printmaking, Chalood was named National Artist in Visual Arts
(Sculpture) in 1998 and was among the first Thai artists to gain
international recognition in printmaking. His work reflects a refined
blend of Thai spirituality and modern form, marked by a deliberate
structuring of space—ypoints, lines, and geometric balance—
principles that also informed his influential writings.

CHAMRAS PROMMIN
5T WINUTUNT
(1934 - 2010)

Chamras Prommin, also known as “Sla Khin,” was a self-taught
artist whose paintings offer a tender and heartfelt portrayal of the
Lanna way of life. Through a distinctive technique combining oil
with tempera, he developed a uniquely earthy palette that mirrors
the mists and tones of Northern Thailand during that era. Often
painting from a wide-angle perspective, Chamras captured
sweeping views of rice fields, trees, and mountains, placing scenes
of daily village life prominently in the foreground. His compositions
are marked by a sense of purity and honesty, both in color
application and spatial arrangement.

Chamras believed in artas a means of preserving memory. Through
his detailed and atmospheric landscapes, he chronicled the
vanishing rhythms of rural life, giving voices to a cultural heritage
often overlooked. His works are not only rich in visual beauty but
also in historical resonance, continuing to inspire future generations
to value the quiet dignity and enduring spirit of Lanna tradition.

CHAMRUANG VICHIENKET
tiSao Idusionn
(1931 - 2021)

Chamruang Vichienket was one of the distinguished students
of Professor Silpa Bhirasri, renowned for his contributions to
sculpture. Unlike most sculptors of his time who prioritized realism,
Chamruang pursued a different path. Drawing inspiration from
human forms and elements of nature, he reduced details to their
essence, embracing the principles of semi-abstract and
abstract art.

Between 1955 and 1969, Chamruang consistently received top
honors at the National Exhibition of Art. His work ‘Gloom (Group)’
earned the highest distinction—Gold Medal First Class Honors—
at the 16" National Exhibition in 1965, marking the first time an
abstract sculpture was recognized at this level. This ground
breaking achievement inspired future generations of artists to explore
abstractionin sculpture. Chamruang’s relentless pursuit of a distinct
sculptural language, both in national competitions and beyond,
solidified his legacy as a pioneering figure in the evolution of Thai
contemporary abstract art.

CHAROON BOONSUAN
EYRIRIGIT
(b. 1938)

Charoon Boonsuan was fortunate to study at Silpakorn University
during a time when the esteemed Professor Silpa Bhirasri was
still imparting his teachings in person—a period when Thai art
students were also profoundly influenced by modern Western
movements. However, beyond formal education, Charoon’s
artistic development has been shaped by his keen observation
and introspective nature. He works within an ever-shifting world
of light, temperature, scents, and colors—an environment that
deeply informs his work.

A dedicated landscape painter, Charoon captures the harmony and
essence of nature, with floral landscapes being a hallmark of his
work. However, his focus is not merely on depicting flowers but
on exploring their vivid colors as a central element of his
artistic expression. By understanding their natural forms and
structures, he transforms them into a medium through which he
studies and conveys the dynamic beauty of color itself.
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CHATCHAI PUIPIA
e Yeile
(b. 1964)

Chatchai Puipia is a prominent figure in Thai contemporary art,
recognized both domestically and internationally. He once shocked
the public by announcing his own “artistic death,” symbolizing a
departure from the ego that could have blinded him and caused
him to lose sight of his objectives and the independence of his
actions. This metaphorical death did not end his life but liberated him
from the constraints of the art business, transforming him from
merely an artist to a man who creates art.

Characterized by provocative self-portraits, Chatchai’s expressive
faces reflect the emotions he holds toward each concurrent
situation. He employs symbolism to convey diverse meanings about
contemporary Thai society, often engaging in societal critique by
embedding various issues through questioning and
confrontation.

CHEESE ARNON - ARNON NEIYSOONGNOEN
T 01U - 21N egaLil
(b. 1986)

Arnon Neiysoongnoen, also known as “Cheese Arnon,” is a
self-taught artist who has developed his practice through close
study of established artists who came before him. He continually
expands his skill by experimenting in a variety of formats and
techniques. His paintings often feature his iconic cartoonish fox,
which serves as a symbol of adaptability in life's many situations.
Through this recurring figure, Arnon reflects aspects of his own
identity, experience, and personal philosophy, emphasizing that
everything requires time, endurance, and adaptability.
Throughout his self-reliant artistic career, he has exhibited his works
both in Thailand and internationally.

CHIT RIENPRACHA
n wseglssh
(1908 - 1994)

Named a National Artist (Sculpture) in 1987, Chit Rienpracha
was a highly regarded sculptor renowned for his mastery of
woodcarving and ivory carving. His works are distinguished by
a seamlessly blending of traditional Thai aesthetics—particularly
those rooted in Sukhothai-period Buddhist sculpture—and
contemporary artistic approaches, resulting in a refined dialogue
between heritage and modern expression. A student of Professor

Silpa Bhirasri, Chit developed a disciplined foundation that
deeply informs his sculptural practice. His works presented at
Thailand’s National Exhibition of Art have received widespread
national recognition, affirming his significance within the field of
Thai sculpture.

CHUANG MOOLPINIT
%9 yanila
(b. 1940)

Chuang Moolpinit, honored as the National Artist in Visual Arts
(Painting) in 2013, began his artistic career by providing
illustrations for various books and magazines, as well as
designing book covers and movie posters, primarily featuring Thai
literature. Inspired by his fascination with traditional Thai motifs,
Chuangingeniously incorporates elements of nature, such as leaves,
grass, and trees, into Thai patterns, resulting in a fusion of natural
and traditional motifs.

He adeptly employs watercolor and oil painting techniques,
alongside his mastery of drawing, to present philosophical,
religious, and existential themes. His art, which depicts insects,
animals, and human activities, sometimes carries hints of erotic
undertones, while at other times offers profound insights into the
cycle of life.

CHUSIT WIJARNJORAGI]
PAng Isailasia

Chusit Wijarnjoragij is a Thai artist widely acclaimed for his
mastery in portrait painting, particularly in the tradition of
classical realism. His works go beyond capturing the physical
resemblance of the subject with refined techniques, revealing a
deeper interpretation of character, emotion, and inner essence.
Educated in fine arts at Silpakorn University and later trained
at the New York Academy of Art, Chusit developed a strong
foundation in traditional European techniques, including layered
glazing methods and anatomical precision inspired by Old
Masters such as Rembrandt.

In addition to his portrait practice, Chusit has been active
internationally as an award-winning artist and educator, with
recognition from institutions such as the California Art Club and
exhibitions in major cultural venues. In 2018, he was selected as the
key visual artist for the Miss Universe 2018 pageant held in Thailand,
where he created symbolic floral and celestial motifs that were



integrated into the event’s visual identity, celebrating Thai cultural
heritage on a global stage.

CRYBAVBY MOLLY - NISA SRIKUMDEE
ATIEIUD womA - s ASMA
(b. 1984)

Nisa Srikumdee, also known as “Molly,” is the artist behind the
creation of the iconic character “CRYBABY,” described as “a child
with a sad face and a constant stream of tears.” She earned her
bachelor’s degree in Communication Arts from the Faculty of Fine
and Applied Arts at Suan Sunandha Rajabhat University.

CRYBABY began as a handmade doll that Molly created for fun
and shared on her Instagram account. The prototype quickly caught
the attention of Chinese toy collectors, who expressed interest
in purchasing her work. Since then, CRYBABY has become a
highly sought-after figure in the global toy collector community,
opening opportunities for Molly to participate in numerous art
exhibitions both in Thailand and abroad. She later collaborated with
POP MART, a leading designer toy company known for its
collectible mystery boxes. Signing a contract with POP MART is
highly competitive, and Molly is recognized as the first Thai artist
to officially sign with the brand and hold copyrighted work under
its name. Today, CRYBABY serves as a gateway character for toy
collectors around the world.

DAMRONG WONG-UPARAJ
39 WAQUNY
(1936 - 2002)

Damrong Wong-uparaj, a graduate of the Faculty of Painting,
Sculpture and Graphic Arts at Silpakorn University, continued
his studies at University College London’s Slade School with a
British Council grant and later earned a Master's degree with a J.D.
Rockefeller 3* Fund Fellowship.

Damrong’s artistic journey spanned a wide range of styles, from
traditional Thai subjects rendered in a modernist approach to
purely abstract compositions. His works were deeply influenced
by the spiritual values of “Thainess” and often focus on rural life—
depicting farmhouses, wooden boats, buffalo carts, and fishing
villages. He masterfully captured these scenes with great attention
to detail, using color to convey the simplicity and sacredness of the

environment. His landscapes typically exclude human figures,
allowing inanimate objects to tell the story. Through meticulous
rendering of textures such as woven wood, wall planks, and thatched
roofs, Damrong preserved the essence of realism, presenting a
unique and tranquil perspective on Thai rural life.

HATAI BUNNAG
VWig YuA
(b. 1995)

Hatai Bunnag receives his vocational education from Poh-Chang
Academy of Arts. He is a highly skilled artist who specializes in
traditional Thai art, demonstrating a deep understanding of
classical techniques, composition, and cultural symbolism. His
works are often inspired by Thai literature, particularly the
Ramakien, as well as Buddhism narrative.

A keen observer of Thai ritualistic and religious life, Kid painted
interpretations of temples, ceremonies, and village scenes—
imbuing everyday culture with expressive form. His works serve
as both cultural document and poetic reflection, revealing the
quiet beauty of Thai tradition.

Influenced by social expectations
that encouraged pursuing interests through tradition rather than
self-indulgence, she entered the Faculty of Architecture at
university. Over time, she realized this path did not bring the
happiness she had long sought, and chose to step away from the
program. Embracing a new direction, Mackcha committed herself
to anything and everything art-related as a means to settle her
stomach, life and spirit. From this journey emerged the character
“Chalotte,” whose primary colors—blue and white—reflect an
awakening nature, drifting and reborn within the ocean.
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MANIT POO-AREE

Manit Poo-aree was an artist known for his continual exploration
of new artistic forms, creating a diverse body of work that spans
printmaking, tempera, woodcuts, and drawing. His early practice
was rooted in traditional Thai painting, inspired by mural art, which
he reinterpreted through his own lens. Depicting scenes of family
life, Thai folk games, and rural traditions, he employed antique
color schemes reminiscent of temple mural yet arranged them in
contemporary compositions.

Beneath its playful appearance and humorous tone lies a deeper
intention, to encourage reflection on environmental issues in an
accessible and uplifting way, expressed through the artist's
distinctive style.

Kasemwit studied in the Department of Creative Arts, Faculty of
Architecture, Mahasarakham University, where he developed his
painting skills and explored graphic design through digital tools,
expanding his artistic practice. During his studies, he became
immersed in skateboarding, street culture, music, and graphic
design found on clothing, CDs, and skateboards, which led him to
begin practicing street art. After graduation, he worked as a
graphic designer for a street fashion magazine for over 10 years
while also collaborating with leading brands as an artist. He is
currently focusing full-time on his practice as a street artist.

PORNCHAI CHAIMA
wste Tasn
(b. 1970)

Pornchai Chaima is a renowned painter best known for
his depictions of rural life in Northern Thailand. With masterful
technique, he works primarily in acrylic and tempera on canvas,
creating delicate compositions that reflect the everyday rhythms,
culture, and beliefs of the Lanna people.

Building (Outer). Beyond his architectural achievements, he was
also a gifted painter whose work reflected a deep emotional
connection to the Thai countryside. His oil paintings often
depicted wide, panoramic views of rural Thailand—tranquil scenes
composed with balance and sensitivity.

Characterized by expansive skies, calm waters, and gently
rendered trees, his paintings expressed an idyllic vision of nature
and everyday life. With a romantic and almost dreamlike
quality, his compositions captured serene, unhurried moments
that evoked inner peace. There was a simplicity in the way he
translated his emotions directly onto the canvas, creating works
that felt both intimate and universal. His landscapes were not
merely visual records but heartfelt impressions—testaments to the
quiet beauty of nature and the contemplative solitude it
inspired.

PRAIWAN DAKLIANG
Iwsine anares
(1957 - 2025)

Praiwan Dakliang was a Thai artist celebrated for his exceptional
mastery of superrealist painting. With remarkable precision, he
captured the textures, reflections, and subtleties of nature,
landscapes, and architecture in ways that blurred the boundary
between art and reality. His works are renowned for their
meticulous detail and technical brilliance, revealing a profound
sensitivity to light, form, and surface. Praiwan earned widespread
recognition within the art community, including prestigious
national art awards.

University, his work underwent a transformative shift toward vibrant
colors and a minimalist style, which he embraced over traditional
tones. Prasong’s art seamlessly blends Thai ceremonial mural
techniques with modern styles, showcasing his mastery of color
harmony. At a time when realistic and Impressionist styles were
highly valued, his works stood out, appearing ahead of their time.

Alongside his creative pursuits, he contributed to the restoration
of national artworks. His legacy reflects the rise of Modernism in
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Thai society and continues to inspire generations of artists to push
the boundaries of creativity and innovation.

PRATEEP KOCHABUA
szl aatn
(b. 1962)

Prateep Kochabua, is a distinguished surrealist artist known for his
vivid and imaginative works. Prateep’s art is deeply influenced by
his personal experiences and cultural heritage. His surname,
Kochabua, translates to “elephant lotus,” and he was born in the
Year of the Tiger; both elements frequently appear in his artwork.
For instance, in his 2010 self-portrait “Myself,” he portrayed
himself as a lion-tiger with a monkey seated on its back,
symbolizing harmony and respect derived from calmness.

His expression is not only about brushstroke
but also to exaggerate simple elements and make it powerful.

The distinctive signature emblem resembling the sun in Pratuang’s
early works marks the beginning of his “Universe” series. During
his quest for inspiration, he was captivated by the beautiful,
multicolored sunlight streaming down, which significantly fueled
his creative energy. Pratuang poured his very essence into his art,
capturing the beauty he perceived. This unwavering dedication
reflects his profound passion for nature, masterfully translating the
splendor he witnessed into his work.

PRAYAT PONGDAM
Usznidin wosm
(1934 - 2014)

Prayat Pongdam earned his B.F.A. from Silpakorn University in
1957 before furthering his studies at the Accademia di Belle Arti di
Roma in 1961, specializing in Graphic Art, particularly woodcut
techniques.

Some works incorporate gold leaf—illuminating cat eyes in the
shadows or stars in a night sky—imbuing them with a sense of
mystery and wonder. His art transcends mere representation,
Immersing the viewer in a world where silence, solitude, and the
unseen speak profoundly.

PREECHA THAOTHONG

Preecha Thaothong, a distinguished Thai artist, earned a diploma
in Drawing from the Academia di Belle Arti di Roma, Italy, in 1978.
Over four decades, he has dedicated his practice to exploring
Thainess, spirituality, and the meditative essence of Buddhist
philosophy. His work harmonizes traditional Thai painting
techniques with Western artistic methods, creating a distinct
visual language that resonates with diverse audiences.

Having grown up near a temple, Preecha was deeply influenced
by its architecture and rituals, which became central to his
artistic exploration. His signature style is defined by the interplay
of light and shadow, where golden hues and dramatic contrasts
illuminate sacred spaces, evoking serenity and contemplation.

University. He is best known for his highly detailed realist
paintings that depict children from Thailand’s Northeastern region
(Isan), often shown in moments of preparation before traditional Thai
dance performances. His work focuses on subtle gestures,
expressions, and emotional nuance within these behind-the-scenes
scenes.

SILPA BHIRASRI
Ay NozAS
(1892 - 1962)

Silpa Bhirasri, born Corrado Ferodi, is revered as the father of
modern art in Thailand and played a pivotal role in the
establishment of what is now known as Silpakorn University.
Invited to Thailand in 1923, Professor Silpa commenced his
tenure teaching Western sculpture at the Fine Arts Department of
the Ministry of Palace Affairs. He was formally appointed as
a sculptor in 1924 under a three-year contract. In 1943,
he founded the institution that would evolve into Silpakorn
University, the University of Fine Arts. Professor Silpa is also
celebrated for his design and creation of several of Bangkok’s most
iconic monuments, including the Democracy Monument, Victory
Monument, and the statue of King Rama I at Memorial Bridge.

SOMCHAI HATTAKITKOSOL
Fqutle Bmanalnea
(1934 - 2000)

Somchai Hattakitkosol was an artist and sculptor who began his
career as a self-taught practitioner, yet he made a strong and lasting
impact on the Thai art scene. His works are distinguished by
mystery and introspection, drawing the viewer into dreamlike
worlds that blur the boundaries between reality and imagination.

A misty atmosphere and meticulous detail characterize his
imagery, while bold, expressive colors introduce moments of
striking emotional intensity. Despite minimal narrative structure,
his works maintain a powerful presence, resonating deeply on an
emotional level, allowing the imagery to speak directly to the soul
and invite personal interpretation.

SOMPOP BUDTARAD
NUAN YA
(b. 1957)

Sompop Budtarad is a contemporary artist known for exploring
spiritual and cultural themes. He attended the Poh-Chang
Academy of Arts at the vocational level and earned a bachelor’s
degree in painting from Silpakorn University. Recognized for his
exceptional talent, Sompop traveled to London as part of a team of
Thai artists commissioned to paint the murals at Buddhapadipa
Temple in London. Living in London for several years allowed him
to explore contemporary art from diverse perspectives, which in
turn inspired his own work.
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His art is traditionally beautiful and delicate, often embedding
stories about culture, traditions, daily life, faith, and the ethical and
spiritual roots unique to his local community. Sompop’s work has
been exhibited in Thailand and internationally, reflecting his
ongoing engagement with cultural identity and spiritual insight.

SUCHAO SISGANES
q23 AvdaLuA
(1926 - 1986)

Suchao Sisganes, after serving as an art teacher at Chulalongkorn
University Demonstration Secondary School, chose to leave his
teaching career and pursue freelance artistry. His work, deeply
inspired by his surroundings, is characterized by thick, intricately
layered colors and geometric shapes. His paintings reflect the
beauty of a humble life, with every brushstroke filled with meaning
and a harmonious blend of diverse shades. Many of his works
explore themes of hardship and sorrow, revealing the raw
emotions of the artist and exposing his inner struggles.

Suchao’s art is not concerned with depicting picturesque
landscapes, delicate flowers, or graceful women. Instead, it reflects
his personal struggles and focuses on the darker aspects of life, with
recurring images of siblings waiting for compassion, an empty plate
with fish bones, and dead trees. At first glance, his art might seem
simple, composed of basic shapes like triangles and squares.
However, upon closer inspection, the intricate blend of his
carefully chosen color palette and thoughtful composition comes
to the forefront. Suchao’s work can be seen as one of Thailand’s first
forays into Expressionism, influenced by Western art movements
of the time. Through color and symbolism, he communicates
emotions powerfully, leaving a profound impact on the viewer's
soul.

SUDJAI CHAIYAPAN
gala luewug
(b. 1969)

Sudjai Chaiyapan often employs surrealism in his artwork, using
symbolic subjects to convey deeper meanings. Early in his career,
he focused on themes related to environmental degradation. One
distinctive aspect of his unique style is his use of a cutter’s edge in
addition to brushes, which allows him to create incredibly fine lines
that serve as incident light and add special textures to his works.
His artworks frequently depict human bodies or heads that appear
soulless, alongside standing dead trees, withered plants, and parched
earth, evoking a sense of desolation and bleakness. The grieving,

overcast sky further enhances the overwhelming atmosphere
of despair.

SUJARIT HIRANYAKUL

(1936 - 1982)

Sujarit Hiranyakul's work is rooted in Impressionism, distinguished
by expressive brushstrokes and the use of thick, textured color
to evoke emotion and atmosphere. His paintings often depict
traditional Thai life—wooden houses, floating markets, and scenes
of everyday rural activity—rendered with energy and movement
that go beyond static representation.

Rather than capturing a single still moment, Sujarit focused on
the flow of life itself. His compositions emphasize human
activity, cultural rhythm, and the spirit of place, offering the
viewer a dynamic glimpse into Thailand’s heritage. Through his
vibrant technique and emotive palette, he brought these scenes to
life with warmth and immediacy, celebrating the richness of Thai
tradition in every brushstroke.

Suntur, an artist who narrates stories through images, incorporates
every aspect of his artworks into a unified entirety. Each letter in
the titles contributes to the overall message, enhancing the
clarity and depth of the artwork’s meaning. His trademark
compositions feature expansive landscapes where humans appear
diminutive in comparison to the vast surroundings. Embracing
minimalism, he distills his messages to only the essential elements
of the stories, leaving room for interpretation and non-judgment.
While the viewer may not discern the expressions on the faces of
the tiny humans, the combination of elements in the artworks helps
the viewer release the third person’s point of view
individually. Suntur’s artworks advocate that what may initially
appear as instability can indeed be transformed into a wellspring
of inspiration.

Surasit Saokong has long captivated audiences with his
